Started the day with what the issue of developing a story line for the scenarios

PRECIS system, data requirements, training issues, costs computer support systems

Brazil´s CPTEC regional climate model showed us how cost effective and useful the regional modelling is without losing the national objectives of the exercise.  The liknage that the system ahs with existing initiatives for data WMO, METEO-SAT.  Very important link with how this work will feed into the second national communication of Brazil.
We also saw the application of PRECIS in the Cuban context………very impressive work and the results are assisting the country in coming up with concrete adaptation options for Cuba

Also highlighted the financial constrains that the country is facing in developing this (GEF)……need to see if GEF and maybe bilateral agencies can assist in funding the access to and application of some models

On all the presentations we saw what the perspectives are for the future.  One of the issues that many small island developing states always raise in the workshops is the downscaling of models and in the case of PRECIS it was mentioned that the intend to move to high resolution of 25 and 12.5 square kilometres.  The addition of the ocean component would be useful for the small islands also. 
Someone pointed out that give that costs, data and hardware requirements we should look into a regional approach to using some of these models 

These models  have been proven to be good for the preparation of the second national communication.
