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SECRETARIAT NEWS 

AWG-LCA 9 Update 
The ninth session of the Ad hoc Working Group on Long-term Cooperative Action under the Convention 
(AWG-LCA 9) took place in Bonn, Germany, from 9 to 11 April 2010.  This first session of AWG-LCA in 2010 focused on organization of its work for the year, including the need for additional meeting time. 
The AWG-LCA invited its Chair, Ms. Margaret Mukahanana-Sangarwe, to prepare a text
 to facilitate negotiations among Parties, drawing on its report presented to the Conference of the Parties (COP) at its fifteenth session
, as well as the work undertaken by the COP on the basis of that report.  The text will be made available two weeks before the tenth session of the AWG-LCA to be held in conjunction with the thirty-second session of the Subsidiary Bodies (SBs) in May/June 2010. 
The AWG-LCA agreed that, in order to conclude its work, it would need to hold two sessions of at least one week each, between its tenth session in June 2010 and the sixteenth session of the COP in November/December 2010, to enable the AWG-LCA to continue its work with a view to presenting the outcome to the COP for adoption at its sixteenth session.

AWG-KP 11 Update 

The eleventh session of the Ad hoc Working Group on Kyoto Protocol (AWG-KP) was held in Bonn, Germany, from 9 to 11 April 2010 in conjunction with the ninth session of the AWG-LCA. 
This first session of the AWG-KP in 2010 was devoted to the organization of its work for the year, including the need for additional meeting time, with a view to conclude its work on all outstanding issues by the sixth session of the Conference of the Parties Serving as the meeting of the Parties to the Kyoto Protocol (CMP 6) in Cancun in November/December 2010.
It was agreed that two additional sessions will be held between the twelfth session of the AWG-KP in Bonn in June and the sixth session of the CMP, in Cancun, in November/December 2010. These additional sessions will last at least one week each and will be held in conjunction with the AWG-LCA sessions.

At its next meeting in June, the AWG-KP will consider documentation to facilitate negotiations among Parties, drawing on the draft text forwarded as part of its report on its tenth session
 for consideration by the AWG-KP at its next meeting.

First meeting of the reconstituted Consultative Group of Experts on national communications from non-Annex I Parties
The Consultative Group of Experts on national communications from Parties not included in Annex I to the Convention (CGE) held its first meeting under the new mandate, in Bonn, Germany from 29 to 31 March 2010.

The COP by its decision 5/CP.15
 reconstituted the CGE for three years from 2010 to 2012.  The CGE was initially established by the COP through its decision 8/CP.5
 from 2000 to 2002 to facilitate exchange of information among non-Annex I Parties with the aim of improving the preparation of their national communications and to examine the initial national communications.  The work of the CGE under this mandate also culminated in the recommendations to the Subsidiary Body for Implementation (SBI) on proposed guidelines for the second national communications from non-Annex I Parties, which Parties adopted at COP 8.

In 2002, by its decision 3/CP.8
, the COP renewed the mandate of the group up to 2007.  In implementing its work programme for 2003 to 2007, the CGE assisted experts from non-Annex I Parties in improving the preparation of their national communications by identifying technical constraints and organising training workshops involving a total of 325 experts from 125 non‑Annex I Parties to address the capacity gaps. 
At its meeting in Bonn in March 2010, the reconstituted CGE developed its work programme for 2010–2012, as mandated by the COP.  The Group agreed that, as a first step towards implementing its mandate, it was essential to collect information on technical problems and constraints faced by non-Annex I Parties in preparing their national communications.  The group agreed to conduct surveys to gather information from non-Annex I Parties and multilateral and bilateral agencies, and analyze the information reported by non-Annex I Parties in their second national communications in 2010.  Based on the results and analysis of information collected, the CGE agreed to provide practical technical advice and support to non-Annex I Parties through workshops, hands-on training and/or training of trainers starting from 2011 onwards.  The CGE also agreed to prepare technical papers and to provide recommendations to the SBI, as needed, on various aspects of improving the process of preparation of non-Annex I national communications.
The CGE will present its work programme to the SBI at its thirty-second session in May/June 2010 for endorsement and further guidance.

Ninth meeting of the Adaptation Fund Board 

The Adaptation Fund Board (AFB) met for the ninth time in Bonn, Germany, from 23 to 25 March 2010. 

The Adaptation Fund (AF) is now ready to disburse funds to support adaptation projects in developing countries.  The AF was designed to raise funds from emission reduction projects and other sources, in order to provide funding for the climate adaptation needs of the developing world.  It is fed through a 2% levy on projects registered under the Clean Development Mechanism and currently holds about 54 million USD.  The Fund is unique in the sense that developing countries can apply for funding to the AF directly through its national organisations that have been accredited as ‘implementing entity’.  At this meeting, the AFB completed accreditation of a national implementing agency, namely Centre de Suivi Ecologieque of Senegal and two multilateral implementing entities, namely:
a) the United Nations Development Programme; and 
b) the International Bank for Reconstruction and Development.

The AFB has written a letter inviting developing countries to submit their project proposals.  Details about the project cycle and accreditation of implementing entities can be found on the AF’s web site.
Recognizing the need to scale up available funds to support adaptation action in developing countries, the AFB also decided to send a letter to Annex I Parties to the Convention in order to provide an update on the work of the AF and to invite them to provide additional resources. The government of Spain has made first contribution of 45 million Euros to the AF that will be available to the Adaptation Fund Trust Fund in a series of installments through June 2010. 
Mr. Farrukh Iqbal Khan (Pakistan) and Mr. Hiroshi Ono (Japan) were elected Chair and Vice Chair of the AFB respectively.

NEEDS for Climate Change Project
The National Economic, Environment and Development Study (NEEDS) for Climate Change project, launched by the UNFCCC secretariat in early 2009, seeks to provide relevant inputs on financing requirements of non-Annex I Parties to implement mitigation and adaptation measures to address climate change.   Costa Rica, Egypt, Ghana, Indonesia, Jordan, Lebanon, Maldives, Mali, Nigeria, Pakistan and Philippines have requested assistance from the secretariat in order to conduct this study.
A side event on this project is scheduled to be held on
7 June 2010, during the thirty-second session of the SBs.  It will provide an opportunity for countries participating in the NEEDS project to present and discuss the results of their financing needs assessments.  Country reports are expected to be submitted in June 2010 and will be made available on the secretariat’s website.  The interim report is currently available at:

The key output of this work in each country is an economic and finance policy paper that:

· Elaborates on the financing needs for adaptation and mitigation activities;
· Bridges the gap between measures to address climate change and the national development agenda; 
· Identifies linkages to financial and regulatory instruments on the national and international level.  

The outputs of these studies are envisioned to have important uses on the national and international levels.  On the national level, these studies have contributed to establishing an understanding of cost implications of climate change.  They have also helped identify measures that have high development impacts, as well as identify potential resources that can be mobilized from the Convention and other related financial sources to support incremental and additional cost of climate change actions.  On the international level, this work will be an important input into the fourth review of the financial mechanism and help inform the discussions related to the financial architecture of the Convention.

To ensure country ownership of both process and outcomes, each participating country was given the flexibility to identify the focus areas of the study, process of implementing the project, methodologies used and stakeholders involved.

Seventeenth meeting of the Least Developed Countries Expert Group

The seventeenth meeting of the Least Developed Countries (LDC) Expert Group (LEG) took place in Bonn, Germany, from 12 to 14 April 2010.  During this meeting, the LEG discussed progress on its work programme for 2010, with a focus on full implementation of National Adaptation Plans of Actions (NAPAs).  They discussed progress in regional training workshops being conducted to assist LDCs implement NAPAs. The last two such workshops were held in Bamako, Mali, from 8 to 
12 March 2010 and in Vientiane, Lao PDR, from 4 to 
8 May 2010 for Francophone and Asian LDCs, respectively. 
The LEG has recently published the Step-by-Step Guide for implementing NAPAs in three languages (English and French, with a Portuguese version being printed).  They have also produced a cd-rom entitled ''NAPA Source Kit'', containing resources to support LDCs.  The LEG is working on another major publication for release late this year on experiences, best practices and lessons learned through the NAPA process.

Training on implementation of NAPAs

The third in a series of workshops for implementing NAPAs took place from 4 to 8 May, 2010, in Vientiane, Lao PDR, with the participation of 11 LDCs in the Asia region.

At its thirteenth session in Bali in 2007, the COP extended the mandate of the LEG in supporting the preparation and implementation of NAPAs.  Under its activities for 2008–2010, the LEG selected training workshops for implementing NAPAs as a priority activity.  A total of five training workshops have been planned by the LEG in collaboration with the Global Environment Facility (GEF) and its agencies.

The objectives of the training workshops are:


· To provide technical support to NAPA teams in the design of an implementation strategy for the NAPAs;
· To build capacity of the teams in the preparation and submission of project documents to the GEF under the Least Developed Countries Fund (LDCF); and 
· To provide technical support to those LDC Parties that are still preparing their NAPAs. 
The first training workshop for Anglophone LDCs took place in Dar es Salaam, Tanzania, in October 2009.  The second one for Francophone LDCs took place in Bamako, Mali in February 2010.

Regional Workshop on implementation of Article 6 of the Convention 

The Regional workshop on the implementation of 
Article 6 of the Convention (Education, training and public awareness) in Latin America and the Caribbean (LAC) was held from 27 to 30 April 2010 in Bavaro, Dominican Republic.  It was jointly organized by the UNFCCC secretariat and the National Climate Change Council of the Dominican Republic.

The workshop was conducted in response to a request by the COP, at its thirteenth session in 2007 in Bali, to organize thematic regional and sub-regional workshops to share lessons learned and best practices in the implementation of Article 6 of the Convention prior to the intermediate review of the amended New Delhi work programme as contained in annex to decision 9/CP.13. 

The workshop assisted Parties in the LAC region in identifying emerging needs and opportunities for effective implementation of their commitments under Article 6 of the Convention.

The first two regional workshop of this series, for the European and Asian/Pacific regions respectively, took place in Stockholm and Bali in 2009.  Further regional workshops for Africa and the small island developing States (SIDS) are planned for the second half of 2010. 

Third round of the Fellowship Programme 

The UNFCCC secretariat will launch the third round of the fellowship programme in June 2010.  The objective of the programme is to contribute to building capacity in addressing climate change in developing countries, in particular, in SIDS or LDCs, through the development of local professional expertise.

The target group for the programme is mid-career professionals already employed in governmental organizations ranging from educational institutions, research institutes and ministries.

The secretariat offers a wide range of opportunities for fellows. Work projects may be carried out in a number of areas namely, adaptation, mitigation, transfer of technology, capacity-building, outreach, financial assistance, inventories and sustainable development mechanisms. The exact work programme to be pursued will be determined in consultation with each fellow according to her/his own area of expertise and interest.  

Fellowships are awarded for a period of three to six months; five fellowships are planned for the third round.

Regional analysis of Technology Needs Assessment 

The number of Parties completing Technology Needs Assessments (TNAs) has more than tripled since the publication of the first synthesis report on technology needs identified by non-Annex I Parties in April 2006.

This significant increase in the number of TNAs provided a platform for a more detailed and comprehensive review of technology needs identified at the regional level.

The second synthesis report, published in May 2009, contained some regional overviews of technology needs, focusing on regional differences, as well as opportunities in Africa, Asia and the Pacific, Latin America and the Caribbean, and Europe and Commonwealth of Independent States. 

At the country level, Parties’ needs were assessed based on their economic situation. Since these vary considerably, two more analyses were undertaken for LDCs and the SIDS.

Preparing technology transfer projects for financing 
A Latin America and Caribbean regional workshop on preparing technology transfer projects for financing took place in Belize City, Belize, from 5–7 May 2010. 

The workshop aimed at enhancing the capacity of project developers in LAC countries in preparing project proposals that will meet the standards of international financial providers.  More specifically, the workshop aimed to support efforts to implement the results of TNAs that have been, or are being carried out by developing countries within the UNFCCC process, with a view to scaling up the level of investment for technology transfer. 

Participants were trained in preparing project proposals for financing, in particular project proposals related to environmentally-sound technologies to mitigate and/or adapt to climate change. 

This workshop follows on from the Training of Trainers workshop held in 2008 in Vienna and the African regional workshop on project preparation held in 2009 in Botswana. 

The training material incorporated information contained in the UNFCCC guidebook on preparing technology transfer projects for financing, which is currently available in four languages. 

In preparing for each workshop, the secretariat has issued a call for proposals, which are reviewed by a team of financial experts.  A selected number of these proposals were incorporated in the training material.  During the course of the workshop, these project proposals are further developed by the participants via a series of targeted group exercises.  On the final day of the workshop, the proposals are presented to representatives of the financial community to assess their finance and investment potential. 

The Asian regional workshop on preparing technology transfer projects for financing will be organized in the second half of 2010. 
Review of the fifth national communication of 
Annex I Parties 
Decision 10/CP.13 requested Annex I Parties to submit their fifth national communications (NC5) by 1 January 2010, in accordance with Article 12, paragraphs 1 and 2, of the Convention.  The list of submitted national communications from Annex I Parties can be found at:

In accordance with Article 8 of the Convention on review guidelines (Decision 22/CMP.1), each national communication from Annex I Parties is subject to a scheduled in-country, in‑depth review.  Also under the Convention, in accordance with decisions 2/CP.1, 6/CP.3, 11/CP.4 and 33/CP.7, national communications from Annex I Parties are subject to in-depth review. 

In accordance with the review guidelines, the expert review teams are required to make every effort to complete the individual review of national communications within two years of their submission.  The secretariat tentatively plans to organize 14 in-depth reviews of NC5s in 2010, 14 in-depth reviews of NC5s in 2011, and the remaining 13 in-depth reviews of NC5s in 2012.  The review of the United Kingdom’s NC5 was conducted in April 2010.  For the first half of 2010, review of NC5 from Finland, Portugal, Norway, Switzerland, Czech Republic, Ireland and Denmark are scheduled. 
The expert review teams are composed of experts selected from the UNFCCC roster of experts
 and serve in their personal capacity.  The expert review teams are composed with a view to achieving a balance between experts from Annex I and non-Annex I Parties.  Only those experts nominated to the UNFCCC roster of experts by the national climate change focal point could participate in the reviews.  

Reviews are excellent opportunity for experts from non‑Annex I Parties to gain insights and relevant experience for the preparation of the respective national communications.  

Revision of the Annex I reporting guidelines
At its thirtieth session held in Bonn in June 2009, the Subsidiary Body for Scientific and Technological Advice (SBSTA) considered the use by Parties of the 2006 Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC) guidelines for national GHG inventories starting in 2015. 

The SBSTA agreed that the process for Annex I Parties to use the 2006 IPCC Guidelines should be through a revision of the UNFCCC Annex I reporting guidelines. This will include consideration of the methodological issues relevant to the use of the 2006 IPCC Guidelines. 

A work programme has been launched to carry out the revision of the reporting guidelines.  Two workshops on this work programme will take place in 2010.  The first workshop, scheduled for 28–29 May 2010 at the Wissenschaftszentrum in Bonn, will address key issues relating to the revision of the Annex I reporting guidelines.  The second workshop, likely to be held in the 4th quarter of 2010, will address the methodological issues relevant to the use of the 2006 IPCC Guidelines. 

The work programme is expected to conclude in 2011 with agreement by the SBSTA at its thirty-fifth session on the revised Annex I reporting guidelines.  The revised guidelines will provide a platform for the secretariat to implement associated activities pursuant to Annex I Parties' reporting obligations from 2015 onwards.  These include:  
· Incorporating new reporting format tables into the reporting software used by Annex I Parties; 
· Trial use of the reporting software; 
· Considering the experiences in the use of the software; and 
· A decision of the COP on the use of the 2006 IPCC Guidelines. 

The SBSTA, at its thirtieth session, invited Parties to submit to the secretariat by 15 February 2010, their views on a number of issues.  Eight submissions were received and are compiled into a miscellaneous document
 for SBSTA to consider at its thirty-second session in Bonn in June 2010.

NATIONAL COMMUNICATIONS

Status of submission of second national communications from non-Annex I Parties 
To date, 22 non-Annex I Parties have submitted their Second National Communications (SNCs) to the UNFCCC secretariat.  Based on the latest survey conducted by the UNDP and the UNEP as of October 2009, 38 non-Annex I Parties were expected to complete the draft of their SNCs in 2009, and 58 in 2010.  The remaining non-Annex I Parties plan to complete their SNCs between 2011 and 2012. 

Some of the non-Annex I Parties that have recently submitted their SNCs will be presenting their experiences in preparing their SNC at a side event on 1 June 2010, during the thirty-second session of the SBs. Training Workshops on the Agriculture and Land Use (ALU) Software for National GHG Inventories

Following a request for assistance from non-Annex I Parties from Southeast Asia on national greenhouse gas (GHG) inventories, with a focus on the Agriculture and LULUCF (ALU) sectors, the secretariat coordinates a regional project aimed at addressing the needs identified by nine Parties (Cambodia, Lao PDR, Indonesia, Malaysia, Papua New Guinea, Philippines, Singapore,
 Thailand, and Vietnam). 

A series of training workshops is being organized on a software developed by the Natural Resource Ecology Laboratory of the Colorado State University that guides an inventory compiler through the process of estimating emissions and removals related to the agricultural and forestry activities, version 2.1
 of which was released in early 2010).  The software is meant to complement the UNFCCC software for non-Annex I Parties in the ALU sectors, allowing the use of IPCC tier 2 methods for the estimation of emissions from these sectors.
NEWS FROM PARTIES

Chile’s First National Survey on Climate Change Activities 
As part of the project to prepare Chile’s SNC, the Chilean Environmental Commission (CONAMA) recently carried out the first national survey on climate change activities.  The survey intended to gather information on studies, workshops, courses, seminars, community-based actions and scientific and technological research initiatives related to climate change, planned and executed in Chile from 2000 to 2009.  To promote the survey and to ensure widespread public awareness of its existence, CONAMA sent an email to hundreds of potential participants, published a call for responses in two national newspapers and advertised the survey on the front page of its website for over a month. 

Over 40 separate institutions representing the public, private and academic sectors responded to the survey, reporting a total of 416 activities carried out over the 10‑year period.  These activities were carried out in each of the 15 regions in Chile, with the majority registered in the Santiago area.  The survey asked participants to categorize the activities they registered by sub-topic, including GHG inventories, mitigation of GHGs, vulnerability and adaptation, as well as other topics like technology transfer, systematic observation of the climate, and education, training and public-awareness campaigns.  The graph below shows the gradual increase in the various climate change activities by sub-topic.  The results clearly indicate that the majority of activities are related to capacity-building and mitigation.

In addition to geographical information, the survey also asked participants to detail the objectives and outcomes of their activities and to report the level of follow-up contemplated for each activity.  Before concluding the survey, participants were asked to attach a digital copy of any relevant documents or studies.  The documents will form part of a comprehensive database that will be used in the preparation of the SNC.

NEWS FROM PARTNERS

National Communications Support Programme training workshop for PRECIS Regional Climate Modelling System
The National Communications Support Programme (NCSP) of the UNDP was initiated in April 2005 to provide technical and policy support to non-Annex I Parties in the preparation of their second (or third) national communications.  
The NCSP, in collaboration with the Government of Niger, organized a training workshop in Niamey, Niger from 3 to 7 May 2010, to build the capacity of a number of sub-Saharan African countries to enable the generation of climate scenarios through the application of PRECIS,. 
The training supported the preparation on vulnerability and adaptation assessments for participating countries.  It was conducted by the Hadley Centre of the UK Met Office and was held at AGHRYMET (Centre Regional de Formation et d’Application en Agrometeorologie et Hydrologie Operationannelle). 

The workshop provided the participants with necessary scientific and technical knowledge to develop and apply regional climate scenarios and to run PRECIS and make best use of its output in the preparation of national communications and related studies.

UPCOMING EVENTS

Fifth EGTT meeting, 27–28 May 2010, Bonn, Germany  

The Expert Group on Technology Transfer (EGTT) will hold its fifth meeting in Bonn, Germany, from 27 to
28 May 2010 to implement some of the activities included in its programme of work for 2010–2011. 
The intersessional activities undertaken by the EGTT, including its updated rolling programme of work will be covered in its report to the SB which will be considered at its thirty-second sessions. 

The EGTT has also prepared a document presenting the terms of reference for a report on options to facilitate collaborative research and development on environmentally sound technologies, which will also be considered at the upcoming sessions. 

Other issues on the EGTT agenda include:
· Discussion on the reports by the secretariat on the review and assessment of the effectiveness of the implementation of Article 4, paragraph 1(c) and paragraph 5, of the Convention;

· Recent regional workshop on preparing technology transfer projects for financing, as well as progress in the development of an online training programme on preparing technology transfer projects for financing;

· Work undertaken by UNEP, the GEF, UNIDO and UNDP on options for modalities to operationalize the proposed Climate Technology Centre and Network; and

· Discussions with the International Energy Agency on its proposed Low-Carbon Energy Technology Platform and its possible linkages with the proposed Technology Mechanism.

In addition, the EGTT will continue its dialogue with the business community, following three dialogues held in 2009 and 2010.  The dialogue will focus on:
· Work being undertaken by the World Business Council on Sustainable Development to develop options for business engagement in various aspects of the UNFCCC process;

· Private sector perspectives on options for facilitating collaborative research and development;
· The views of the private sector on possible options for the operational modalities of the proposed Technology Mechanism.
SBSTA Dialogue on developments in research activities relevant to the needs of the Convention, 3 June 2010, Bonn, Germany 

A research dialogue between Parties and regional and international climate change research programmes and organizations, including the IPCC, will be held during the upcoming session of the SBSTA on Thursday, 3 June 2010, at Hotel Maritim, Bonn, and is open to all participants.  The meeting, organised in the context of decision 9/CP.11 on Research needs relating to the Convention, follows a series of meetings held during previous sessions under the SBSTA agenda item Research and systematic observation. 

This event will provide an opportunity to hear of developments in climate change research activities from the research programmes and organizations active in regional and global climate change research, including:
· Emerging scientific findings;
· Research planning activities, including those undertaken in response to key uncertainties and research needs identified by the IPCC or raised by Parties;
· Research priorities, and gaps in the implementation of these priorities;
· Research capacity-building activities, particularly in developing countries;
· Regional climate change research networks.
Parties will have the opportunity to communicate to the scientific community their views on research needs and priorities relating to the Convention.
