1. The Subsidiary Body for Implementation (SBI) took note of the report prepared by the
secr¢ariat on national greenhouse gasnventory daa from Annex | Patiesfor 1990-1997
(FCCC/SBI/1999/12) iad the compilation of viewsof Patieson difficultiesin suomitting
gremhouse gasnventoriesin atimely manner (FCCC/SBI/1999/MIS().

2. The SBI noted that some Anrex | Parties had not submitted their annual national
greenhouse gasnventories which were dueon 15 April 1999, ad urgedthese Paresto stbmit
their inventories as gon as ssble.

3. The SBIlremgnizedthe needfor further improvements in completeness, onsistency and
comparabili ty of inventory data and information, and emphasized that reliable and complete
inventories are the basis for adion by Parties to combat climate change. It also expressed
concern over the increasdn aggegade geenhouse gasmissons of many Annex | Patiesin the
period 1990-1997 iad redfirmedthe needfor further adion to reversethe trend.

4. The SBInotedthe mncern expressedy some Annex | Patiesover the deatinesfor
submisgon of annud inventories and concludedthat thisissue would requre further
consideration on the bags of experience with the technicd review of greenhouse gasnventories
starting in 2000.
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5. The SBI noted with appreciation the availability on the secretariat web site of the
greenhouse gas inventory data submitted by Parties and requested the secretariat to update the

data regularly.
