DECISION-MAKING IN THE UNFCCC PROCESS

Underscoring the basic principles of the United Nations as reflected in the Article 2
of the Charter of the United Nations and in particular the principle of the sovereign
equality of all states;

Stressing the importance of transparency in the UNFCCC process;

Reiterating that consensus is not synonymous to unanimity, and that reaching
consensus is determined by Parties, rather than by elected presiding officers;

Recalling that the Draft Rules of Procedure of the Conference of the Parties and its
Subsidiary Bodies remain not formally adopted;

Underscoring the importance to ensure the observance of the Draft Rules of
Procedure and to enforce clear and effective time management practices at all
UNFCCC sessions;

Calls all Parties as a matter of urgency to work together towards adoption of the Draft
Rules of Procedure of the Conference of the Parties and its Subsidiary Bodies that
will enhance decision-making process;

Requests legal opinion of the Secretariat of the United Nations with regard to the
meaning of consensus in the practice of the United Nations;

Reiterates the urgent need to address the issue of voting within the framework of
decision-making process;

Recalls that elected presiding officers shall conduct the proceedings in a way that
respects the indelible right of all Parties to express their views freely and in full at any
stage of the proceedings;

Requests the elected presiding officers to conduct proceedings in an impartial and
objective way, strictly following the provisions of the Rules of Procedure being
applied as well as established norms, practice and principles of the United Nations;

Reconfirms conclusions of SBI with regard to the observance of the Draft Rules of
Procedure and clear and effective time management practices at all UNFCCC
sessions;”

Requests the secretariat to ensure that elected presiding officers are properly advised
on the procedures to be followed during the COP and CMP session, as well as during
the sessions of other constituted bodies;
