March to June 2005

Jamaica has a resident population of 2.6 million. The 
Survey will be conducted in all 14 parishes targeting 
2100 persons
Survey has been developed by the MACC project with 
considerable inputs from NOAA and Univ. of Luiville
It targets KAP (Knowledge, Attitude and Practice –or 
behaviour)
Aims to fill KAP gaps.
Survey analyses and report will serve as input for 
National PEO Strategy and 2nd Nat’l Communication.
