3. The SBI invited bilateral and multilateral assistance programmes to provide support to
non-Annex | Partiesin formulating and devel oping project proposalsidentified in their national
communications in accordance with Article 12, paragraph 4, of the Convention, and in their subsequent
implementation.

4, The SBI encouraged non-Annex | Parties to submit their project proposals to the Global
Environment Facility through its implementing agencies, and to bilateral and multilateral assistance
programmes, for timely funding.
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
