Steps:

@ A national expert group is created.

o It prepares, reviews and approves the Guidelines of certain
hazard.

¢ The Guidelines reviewed and approved for the Advisory Council.
¢ Seminars start in the 15 territories.

¢ A follow up is made by the permanent group until the province
finishes the PVR study.
