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Start with People in “Their” Place

* Establishing a full partnership that includes
indigenous and local peoples at all stages of climate
assessment and adaptation:

e Recognition and mutual respect with associated rights and
responsibilities

* True “co-production” of knowledge & solutions’
* Place, history and current context matter:
e Start with local knowledge, values and practices
» Set climate in the context of critical existing problems
e Address today’s problems while planning for the future
