	My feedback relates to the fNRB question and the baseline data on biomass consumptions (and the underlying assumptions). In the humanitarian settings, particularly refugee camps and settlements, the rates of fNRB tend to be significantly higher than country averages and that is due to multiple reasons, including lack of access to clean cooking solutions and hence a heavy reliance on firewood, lack of inclusion into national energy planning which limits options for different clean cooking solutions to access these settings, and the typically large concentration of people in one area. For example, in Cox's Bazar, Bangladesh, there are over 1 million refugees from Myanmar living in an area of roughly 24 sq km. After the initial influx of refugees in 2017, the forest where they settled turned into a desert in a matter of months. The introduction of LPG (provided to the refugees at no cost) has turned that around and now the camp is green again. However, the moment funding ends and the refugees go back to using firewood - the camp will likely see its 2017 fate repeat. 
I was wondering if there's any way to recognise humanitarian and displacement settings in the new methodology, and in particular under the fNRB section of the proposed methodology (or otherwise wherever else you think it may be relevant). What we at the GPA (and together with our partners) are trying to advocate for is localised assessment for fNRB to feed into carbon projects as clearly those settings often see a much greater and faster depletion of biomass resources than other parts of the countries where they are hosted.
