When is the meeting?

The Adaptation Committee (AC) will hold its 27" meeting (AC 27) from Tuesday, 6 May to Friday,
9 May 2025. The first day of the meeting (Tuesday, 6 May 2025) will be a closed coordination meeting for
AC members only.

The official opening with observers will start on Wednesday, 7 May 2025 at 9:30 a.m. The registration will
open at 8:30 a.m. front of the AAH Upper Conference room in UN Campus.

Where is the meeting venue?

The Adaptation Committee meeting will take place in the United Nations (UN) Campus, in the Upper
Conference room in the AAH building, which is the white building on the left after going through security,
located at: Platz der Vereinten Nationen 1, D-53113 Bonn, Germany. View UN Campus, Bonn on google
maps.

To access the UN compound, you will be required to report at the gate house by the main entrance and
deposit your passport. You will be issued a temporary visitors’ badge in return.

Where do | get my conference badge?

Badges will be issued to all registered participants at the entrance of the meeting room. Please note that
access to the conference area is restricted to registered participants of the meeting. In order to comply with
the security requirements of the secretariat, participants are expected to wear their badges visible at all
times and in all areas.

Restaurants around UN Campus

On the UN Campus:

e Vending machines are available in all three buildings (Climate Tower building: first floor;
Altes Abgeordneten Hochhaus (AAH): 2x U2 below the AAH main entrance and
1x next to the Collaboration area; Langer Eugen building: ground floor).

Close to the Campus:

e the Rheinbiss 652 fast food kiosk on the river promenade just across from our Rhine side turnstile,

e the Bundeshidchen historical kiosk and bakery on the Platz der Vereinten Nationen, just outside
the Main Entrance Building,

e the Greatroom bar in the lobby of the Marriott hotel, 100m to the right as you walk out of the
Main Entrance,

e avariety of food trucks 100 meters from the Main Entrance Building on Heussallee. They offer
pasta on Monday, pizza on Tuesday and Friday, burgers on Wednesday, Tex-Mex on Wednesday
and Friday and Australian pies on Thursday,

e the Café in the Kunstmuseum, and the Provisorium in the Bundeskunsthalle, 700m from the Main
Entrance Building at the crossroads of Heussallee and B9,

e within 15-20 minutes walking distance: Different Bonn and Vapiano on B9, or RheinAue
restaurant and beer garden in the park.

Arriving by plane

From Cologne/Bonn airport:

By bus: To get to Bonn by public transport, take the SB 60 bus which leaves from the airport terminal to
Bonn central station every 30 minutes on weekdays, and every 30 to 60 minutes on weekends. The 25 km
bus journey from the airport takes about 30 minutes. The stop for the bus to Bonn is located at Terminal 1.
The price of a one-way bus ticket to Bonn is around 10 Euros. Tickets may be purchased from the driver or at
a ticket machine. From Bonn Central Station, the UN Campus can be reached by bus or by subway (see
directions below). During weekdays, the bus departs every 10 minutes while it departs every 30/60 minutes
on Saturdays and Sundays. For exact timetables, please refer to the SWB website here.

By taxi: Taxis are readily available. A one-way journey to the city center or the UN Campus costs between 50
and 60 EUR.

From Duesseldorf airport:

Take the sky train to the station "Duesseldorf Flughafen". From there, direct trains to Bonn Central Station
leave every hour. For train departures, check the website of the German railway. Type in "Duesseldorf
Flughafen" as the departure station and "Bonn Hbf" (Bonn Central Station) as the arrival station. A second-
class train ticket costs around 15-20 EUR one way. From Bonn Central Station, the UN Campus can be
reached by bus or by subway (see directions below).

From Frankfurt airport:

Go to the Frankfurt airport long-distance train station by following the signs to "Frankfurt Flughafen
Fernbahnhof". This station is located at the AlRail Terminal next to Terminal 1. Trains depart from platforms
4 to 7. You can travel either by high-speed Inter City Express (ICE) train to Bonn/Siegburg or by direct train to
Bonn Hbf (Central Station). Both trains leave from the Frankfurt airport long-distance train station two to
three times every hour between 5a.m. and 9 p.m. For exact train departures, check the website of the

German railway.

ICE to Siegburg/Bonn: The high-speed train journey takes 40 minutes, and trains leave at least once an hour.
A second-class ticket costs around 60 Euros one way and can sometimes be booked together with your flight.
From Siegburg/Bonn, you can reach Bonn city centre or the UN Campus both by taxi (20-30 mins) or subway
line 66 (30-40 mins). A one-way journey by taxi from Siegburg to Bonn costs approximately 40 EUR.

Direct train to Bonn Central Station: The Intercity (1C)/Eurocity (EC) train, also leaving from the Frankfurt

long-distance train station, goes directly to Bonn Central Station. Travel time is between 1.5 and 2 hours.

From Bonn Central Station, the UN Campus can be reached by bus or by subway (see directions below). A
second-class ticket costs around 40 EUR.

Directions to the UN Campus

By bus

From Bonn Hauptbahnhof (Central Station):

- Exit the station and cross to the bus terminal directly opposite the main entrance.

- Board bus 610 or 611 (towards Giselherstr or Pappelweg).

- Stay on board for seven stops (about 10 minutes).

- Get off at stop "Deutsche Welle". Walk down to Platz der Vereinten Nationen (towards the Rhine River)
for about two minutes. The main entrance pavilion of the UN Campus is located in the middle of the
intersection of Platz der Vereinten Nationen, Heussallee and Kurt-Schumacher-Strasse.

From Bad Godesberg Bahnhof:

- Go to the Bad Godesberg Bf./Rheinallee bus stop (right next to the train station).

- Take bus 610 or 611 bound for Bonn Hbf/Lessenich Sportplatz/Duisdorf Bf.

- Ride for fifteen stops (about 20 minutes).

- Get off at stop "Deutsche Welle". Walk down to Platz der Vereinten Nationen (towards the Rhine River)

to the main entrance pavilion of the UN.

Ticket: A single one-way fare is approximately €3 (purchase from a vending machine located on the stations
or via the local transport app).
By subway

From Bonn Central Station: Take subway ("U-Bahn") line 16, 63 or 66 (direction Bad Godesberg Stadthalle/
Kénigswinter/Bad Honnef) from Gleis 2 or Gleis 4a.

From Bad Godesberg: Take subway ("U-Bahn") line 16 or 63 (direction Bonn Hbf, Tannenbusch or Cologne).

Alight at the stop "Heussallee/Museumsmeile" and follow the signs "Deutsche Welle/UN Campus". When
you reach the street go straight ahead until you reach the main entrance pavilion of the UN Campus. The
distance from the subway station is about 250 meters. The cost of a one-way ticket is approx. 3 EUR.

By railway:

From Bonn Hauptbahnhof (central station): take any regional train (RE, RB, S) which stops at the new train
station “UN Campus” located approx. 800m from the UN Campus’ main entrance.

By taxi

The fare for a taxi ride to the UN Campus (Platz der Vereinten Nationen 1) or WCCB (Platz der Vereinten
Nationen 2) from Bonn city centre, Bonn Central Station or Bad Godesberg is around 10 EUR. The central
phone number for Bonn taxis is +49 228 555 555.
