	Action details: Follow-up of projects in winter has resulted in a change in the order of planned activities, and activities that require a lot of heat have been moved closer to summer. We also have a project where there is a requirement for a fossil-free construction site, which means that all machinery and equipment within the construction fence must use fossil-free fuel. Furthermore, we have several building projects with environmental and energy ambitions that go beyond regulatory requirements, including requirements according to a BREEAM manual adapted to Norwegian conditions. Environmental follow-up plan and Green Construction Site have also been established in all projects.

In addition to this, we have considered alternative energy sources and looked at the possibility of connecting to district heating earlier in the construction process than usual. Among other measures we can mention is that we use LED lighting in corridors in the buildings we build.

Since there is apparently no better place to comment on the reporting year's emissions, we choose to do so here:

In the comparison year (2020) the turnover was NOK 1,072 million and in the reporting year (2021) the turnover was NOK 1,683 million. Due to an increase in turnover of 57%, these years are not directly comparable in terms of greenhouse gas emissions.

Although we managed to change the use of propane (LPG) to fossil-free fuel, Scope 1 emissions have nevertheless increased compared to the year to which it is compared. Scope 2 emissions have increased mainly due to a large increase in the use of electricity in construction projects.

One of the variables that can explain the increase in Scope 2 emissions is the fact that most temperature-sensitive activities and activities that must have heat (e.g. painting, flooring, leveling, etc) in projects with production in both years were mainly carried out and completed in 2021. All completed apartments in 2021 also needed heat to keep the indoor temperature above the minimum temperature requirements according to Norwegian laws and regulations.
