Opportunities

- We are developing 4 nature based solution carbon projects, in Uganda, Kenya (2) and Mozambique. These will range in size from 250,000 he to 575,000 he and in total be more than 1.4 million he ranging from grasslands to REDD+ forest projects. 

- These will create new and more sustainable income streams to funds operating and development costs of the landscapes in which we work. 

- We are developing our electrified Smart Elephants Fences - that protect small holder farmers from crop raiding elephants - in such a way that we can sell the excess solar to the fences neighbouring communities. This is still an early development phase but very exciting.
