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COP30 Malta National Statement
Mr President, Excellencies, Distinguished Delegates,
I am honoured to deliver this statement on behalf of Malta’s Minister for the Environment, Energy and Public Cleanliness. Malta expresses its deep appreciation to Brazil for its leadership and hospitality.

Excellencies,
COP30 is a decisive moment for reaffirming our commitment to multilateralism and the Paris Agreement.
The science is clear - we must keep 1.5°C within reach. The IPCC and the Global Stocktake show that ambition and implementation must accelerate. Climate change remains an existential threat as the window to act closes. Malta supports enhanced NDC ambition through the annual UAE Dialogue, to close gaps, share lessons, and enhance delivery.
Malta advances a just transition that benefits all - integrating gender equality, youth participation, and the needs of vulnerable communities, especially SIDS and LDCs. 
We welcome the UAE–Belém work programme and call for clear measurable indicators to track global adaptation and resilience progress and – within the NCQG framework – for scaled-up adaptation finance and the effective operationalisation of the Loss and Damage Fund, to reach those most affected.
Malta’s National Energy and Climate Plan sets a clear mitigation path:
– a 77% reduction in power-sector emissions by 2030,
– a 59% reduction in waste-sector emissions, and
– a 25% renewable energy share.
We are investing in grid upgrades, battery storage, and offshore renewables – supporting the EU’s call to triple global renewables, double energy-efficiency improvements, and advance a transition away from fossil fuels in line with the COP28 outcome.
Importantly, Malta has already reduced its per capita emissions by over 44% compared to 2005 and emissions per unit of GDP by more than 80%, demonstrating our commitment to decoupling growth from emissions.
On climate finance, Malta supports the New Collective Quantified Goal and its ambition to mobilise at least 1.3 trillion USD per year by 2035 from all sources. Climate finance must be accessible, predictable, and responsive to vulnerable countries - particularly for adaptation and loss and damage.
Malta stresses cross-cutting action, integrating climate efforts with biodiversity, food security, and nature-based solutions.
We are strengthening Mediterranean regional cooperation and remain a committed partner to SIDS, including through support for the Climate Vulnerability and Resilience Index.
Finally, on transparency Malta is committed to robust reporting, to ensure our actions are measurable and accountable.
Excellencies,
COP30 must restore confidence in the UNFCCC process and deliver ambition with fairness, inclusivity, and resilience. Let us turn commitments into tangible action and reaffirm the Paris Agreement as the central, legitimate, and inclusive framework for global climate action.
