The Cluster Lusophone of the Partnership on Transparency in the Paris
Agreement (PATPA) was created on the fringes of COP 22 in 2016 to
promote the exchange of experiences and knowledge between Portuguese-
speaking countries and to strengthen capacities in order to meet the
communication and transparency obligations included in the framework
of the UNFCCC and the Paris Agreement. Since its creation, the Cluster
has held dozens of Dbilateral and regional training and capacity-
building events involving more than 1,400 participants, as well as
providing several translations into Portuguese of materials, official
documents, reports, and manuals about global climate change. Among the
greatest successes of the Cluster Lusophone is the country-specific
conducted trainings in Portuguese, which has led to more than half of
the countries submitting at least one Biennial Update Report (BUR).

The Cluster Lusophone of the PATPA is supported by Germany’s Federal
Ministry for Economic Affairs and Climate Action (BMWK) and the
Federal Foreign Office (AA), within the framework of the International
Climate Initiative (IKI). It works in close collaboration with the
United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) Climate Promise, in
particular with the support of the Government of Belgium via Enhanced
Climate Transparency Project and the CBIT Global Support Programme
(CBIT-GSP), implemented by UN Environment in partnership with UNDP and
financed by GEF.

regionais como bilaterais de treinamento e capacitacdo envolvendo mais
de 1400 participantes, assim como j& proveu diversas tradugdes, para o
portugués, de materiais, documentos oficiais, relatdérios e manuais
ligado ao tema da mudanca global do clima. Entre os maiores sucessos
do Nucleo Lusdéfono estdo os treinamentos conduzidos em portugués e
especificos para cada pais, o que levou a mais da metade dos paises
lusdéfonos haver submetido ao menos um relatdrio bienal (BUR).
