Examples of gender-sensitive and -responsive interventions
in Adaptation Fund projects approved during the reporting
period

[English only]

1. Efforts to proactively address gender equality and women’s empowerment in
adaptation action have continued by ensuring that AF-funded projects and programmes
include gender-responsive measures for effective, sustainable and equitable outcomes of
adaptation action.

2. Gender-sensitive and -responsive interventions in two AF projects or programmes
approved during the reporting period,® extracted from their gender assessments and project-
specific gender action plans, include:

a) To guide evidence-based adaptation action in projects to raise awareness of
the differentiated impacts of climate change on subgroups of women, which include
collecting data and managing knowledge on the impact of climate change adaptation on
gender equality (using methodologies such as household surveys and focus groups, and
documentation of best practices and lessons learned to be replicated and scaled up);

b) To improve women’s economic empowerment and autonomy, the projects aim
to increase access to formal and non-formal education; capacity-building and productive
assets (targeting 60 per cent of female beneficiaries); literacy training, life skills, irrigation
technologies, improved soil and water conservation techniques, and irrigation technologies
(100 per cent of women beneficiaries); and market opportunities through promotion of small
businesses and entrepreneurship; and to reduce the digital divide for rural women in terms of
access to information;

c) To increase women’s participation and agency, the projects are aimed at
increasing women’s role in decision-making at the household and community level, for
example by setting a target percentage of women in communities for gender-balanced
stakeholder consultation, and by carrying out gender-awareness training for civil society
organizations and beneficiary communities. The need for an intersectional approach in the
stakeholder consultation process has been recognized, which translates into the participation
of indigenous women, women of African descent, female farmers and women’s leaders from
different regions;

d) To strengthen sustainability and strategic partnerships for gender equality, the
projects include project staff gender training and local and national capacity-building, with a
focus on gender mainstreaming, nutritional education, school safety and environmental
adaptation planning. The targeted communities and stakeholders are broad and diverse and
include national and subnational entities and organizations led by indigenous and rural
women, youth, internally displaced people, refugees, heads of households, children, elderly
people and people with disabilities;

e) To address gender-based violence and structural discrimination, the projects
have in place and ensure access to grievance mechanisms.

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Communications

1. The AFB, with support of its secretariat, continued its effective strategy of producing
and disseminating engaging content in targeted news streams to highlight AF work, project
voices on the ground, growing demand for projects and adaptation finance needs, and
expanding funding windows and opportunities for countries, among other timely topics.

2. The AFB, supported by its secretariat, continued to be highly productive in its
communication endeavours and to innovate new avenues of communication, including the AF
podcast series “Building Climate Resilience” and working closely with implementing partners
and other stakeholders to showcase AF projects and programmes in action via videos and
stories, including using drone footage of projects and highlighting beneficiary voices on the
ground, while working creatively around challenges due to the pandemic.

3. Key AF events and other outreach activities were showcased via social media, photo
albums, flyers and other platforms. These efforts helped to significantly grow the AF website
audience as well as partnerships with key communications colleagues from other funds, IEs
and executing entities, civil society organizations, the UNFCCC and other stakeholders
operating in the climate space.

4, The AFB, through its secretariat, organized and coordinated the first-ever full-scale AF
pavilion, at COP 26, which was very well received, particularly its branded design, and served
as a base for raising visibility and media attention for the AF. In combination with project
videos, photos and materials, the pavilion provided a space for promoting partnerships and
contributed to the momentum that led to record-breaking resources mobilized for the AF. The
AFB, with its secretariat’s support, produced a web page highlighting AF activities at COP 26,
which attracted more than double the page views as the equivalent web page for COP 25.

5. The AFB, with support of its secretariat, produced 15 press releases, seven project
stories, including four in collaboration with media partner Climate Home News to extend the
reach, and several e-newsletters and blogs. Themes such as locally led adaptation, enhanced
direct access, project scale-up, learning, disaster risk reduction, nature-based solutions, gender
and youth, technology and innovation in adaptation were highlighted. Project stories covered
a wide range of countries, including direct access projects and those in SIDS and the LDCs.
Multimedia products included seven videos showcasing AF projects in action and thought
leadership in adaptation across key trends, seven podcasts featuring interviews with NIEs,
adaptation leaders and key stakeholders, and seven photo essays. Key messaging was
developed and shared to maximize leadership interventions in outreach events. Several new
brochures and social media cards were developed on timely themes, and additional stories and
videos shared from IE partners.

6. Through extensive media campaigns supported by the AFB secretariat, the AF was in
the media spotlight consistently. Significant growth was seen across the diverse
communication platforms of the AF and in mentions of the AF in the media, which more than
tripled since the previous year.

7. The number of AF website users rose by more than 15 per cent and page views
surpassed 760,500, an 8 per cent increase when compared with the previous reporting period.
With regard to social media, the AF reached nearly 20,000 followers on Twitter thanks to the
active posting of nearly 500 tweets. The continued growth and production of its communication
channels has in turn fed the growth of the AF by continuing to build its brand and reaching a
growing key audience with quality and diverse communication products highlighting its
evolving work.
