En la adicién 1 del informe figura el
informe sobre el Foro del CPF de 2019, y en la adicidn 2 se recoge informacion procedente
de las comunicaciones recibidas sobre la orientacion preliminar a las entidades encargadas
del funcionamiento del Mecanismo Financiero.

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I. Introduccion
A. Mandato
1. El CPF presenta informes anuales a la Conferencia de las Partes (CP). En

su 24° periodo de sesiones, la CP dio su apoyo? al plan de trabajo del CPF para 20192,

Objeto del informe

2. En el presente informe se recogen los resultados de la labor del CPF en 2019,
incluida informacion sobre las reuniones 20% y 212 del CPF y sobre el Foro del CPF de
2019, para que los examinen la CP, en su 25° periodo de sesiones, y la Conferencia de las
Partes en calidad de reunidon de las Partes en el Acuerdo de Paris (CP/RA), en su 2° periodo
de sesiones.

Medidas que podrian adoptar la Conferencia de las Partes
y la Conferencia de las Partes en calidad de reunién de las
Partes en el Acuerdo de Paris

3. Al deliberar sobre los temas pertinentes del programa, la CP y la CP/RA tal vez
deseen examinar los siguientes elementos y proporcionar la orientacion que estimen
pertinente:

(Finlandia); Toru Sugio (Jap6n) sustituyd a Kazuhiro Iryu (Japén); Eva Schreuder
(Paises Bajos) sustituy6 a Pieter Terpstra (Paises Bajos); Gabriela Blatter (Suiza) sustituyo
a Sonja Djukic (Canadd); y Sergey Chestnoy (Federacion de Rusia) sustituyé a
Georg Barsting (Noruega).

8. En aplicacion del acuerdo alcanzado en la 172 reunién del CPF, segln el cual existe
la opcidn de sustituir, una vez durante cada afio natural, a un determinado miembro del CPF
para asistir a una reunion, a la 212 reunion del CPF asistieron dos sustitutos.

B. Reuniones

9. A las dos reuniones del CPF que se celebraron en 2019 asistieron aproximadamente
76 observadores de las Partes y representantes de organizaciones no gubernamentales,
organizaciones intergubernamentales, centros de estudio, bancos multilaterales de
desarrollo y las entidades encargadas del funcionamiento del Mecanismo Financiero. Los
observadores participaron activamente en las deliberaciones del CPF. Como iniciativa
piloto, se organizaron seminarios web con los Copresidentes del CPF en el periodo anterior
a las reuniones 20? y 212 del CPF. Cada uno de ellos cont6 con la participacion de cinco
representantes de los grupos observadores, que posteriormente tomaron parte por via
electronica en las reuniones del CPF mediante la plataforma interactiva Skype.

10.  El CPF organiz6 sus reuniones en forma de sesiones plenarias y debates en grupos
mas reducidos. Todas las sesiones plenarias del CPF se transmitieron por Internet, y las
correspondientes grabaciones pueden encontrarse en las paginas web del CPF®. Se invitd a
los representantes de las organizaciones observadoras a expresar sus opiniones sobre las
diversas cuestiones examinadas y a participar activamente en los debates en grupos
reducidos.

11.  Los documentos de las reuniones también se pueden consultar en las paginas web
del CPF. Se elaboraron 23 notas de antecedentes en total y varios documentos técnicos para
las deliberaciones del CPF.

12.  EI CPF celebré su 202 reunién en Bonn los dias 21 y 22 de marzo de 2019, precedida
por un retiro oficioso el dia 20 de ese mismo mes. En la reunién, el CPF acordd un
programa provisional para su foro de 2019, y también:

a) Mejorar la labor de divulgacion de los asuntos de su competencia mediante la
representacion por parte de sus miembros en los eventos pertinentes que se celebraran
en 2019;

b) Elaborar un plan de divulgacion estratégica;

C) Aplicar a la EB de 2020 el enfoque adoptado para la EB de 2018 y seguir
trabajando en los mandatos dimanantes de la CP 24 en relacion con la EB de 2020;

d) Iniciar los trabajos preparatorios para el informe de 2020 sobre la
determinacion de las necesidades de las Partes que son paises en desarrollo respecto de la
aplicacion de la Convencion y el Acuerdo de Paris para su examen por la CP;

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e) Preparar orientaciones preliminares comunes destinadas a las entidades
encargadas del funcionamiento del Mecanismo Financiero para su examen por la CP y la
CP/RA, en las que se sefialaran claramente, mediante un epigrafe distintivo, las
orientaciones que deberia examinar especificamente la CP/RA,;

f) De acuerdo con lo dispuesto en el plan de trabajo prorrogado para la
medicion, notificacion y verificacién del apoyo méas alla de la EB7 para el periodo
2016-2017, estudiar las cuestiones pertinentes en el contexto de la EB en 2019.

13. La 212 reunioén del CPF se celebré en Bonn del 3 al 5 de octubre de 2019. En ella, el
CPF acordé:

a) El esquema para la EB de 2020, que incluia el correspondiente plan de
trabajo, con las actividades de divulgacion y el calendario;

b) El esquema del informe de 2020 sobre la determinacion de las necesidades de
las Partes que son paises en desarrollo respecto de la aplicacion de la Convencién y el
Acuerdo de Paris, que incluia el correspondiente plan de trabajo, con las actividades de
divulgacion y el calendario;

C) El tema del préximo Foro del CPF;

d) El plan de divulgacion estratégica, que se actualizard entre reuniones y en las
reuniones posteriores;

e) Las fechas de la 222 reunion del CPF.
Labor del Comité Permanente de Financiacion en 2019

Evaluacion y resefia general bienal de 2020 de las corrientes
de financiacion para el clima

14.  En su 24° periodo de sesiones, la CP acogié con reconocimiento® la EB de 2018, en
particular el informe resumido y las recomendaciones.

15.  Ensu 202 reunion, el CPF inici6 su labor relativa a la EB de 2020, para lo que, entre
otras cosas, acordd adoptar el mismo enfoque que el utilizado en la elaboracion de la EB de
2018, puso en marcha los trabajos técnicos y la colaboracion temprana con los proveedores
de datos e identifico elementos que pudieran incluirse en el esquema preliminar para la EB
de 2020. Dicha labor se llevé a cabo en las reuniones 202 y 212 del CPF, asi como en el
periodo entre reuniones, y fue cofacilitada por Vicky Noens y Seyni Nafo.

16.  En su 212 reunidn, el CPF acord6 el esquema para la EB de 2020 que figura en el
anexo Il, y que incluye informacion sobre la participacion de los interesados y la labor de
divulgacion, las actividades que deben llevarse a cabo en la preparacion de la EB y un
calendario indicativo.

17.  El CPF acord6 hacer una solicitud para la aportacion de datos y celebrar dos
reuniones técnicas, que se organizarian coincidiendo con sus reuniones 222 y 232,

Informe de 2020 sobre la determinacion de las necesidades
de las Partes que son paises en desarrollo respecto de la

18.  En su 24° periodo de sesiones, la CP pidié® al CPF que cada cuatro afios preparara
un informe sobre la determinacion de las necesidades de las Partes que son paises en
desarrollo respecto de la aplicacién de la Convencion y el Acuerdo de Paris, que

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examinarian la CP, a partir de su 26° periodo de sesiones, y la CP/RA, a partir de
su 3% periodo de sesiones.

19.  Atendiendo a esa peticién, el CPF, en su 20% reunién, acordd iniciar los trabajos
preparatorios para el informe de 2020 sobre la determinacion de las necesidades de las
Partes que son paises en desarrollo respecto de la aplicacién de la Convencion y el Acuerdo
de Paris, y dio a conocer sus observaciones preliminares sobre el objetivo, el enfoque, las
actividades y el calendario indicativo, contando con la cofacilitacién de Zaheer Fakir y
Mattias Frumerie. Posteriormente, los cofacilitadores, con el apoyo de la secretaria,
Ilevaron a cabo actividades preparatorias y de divulgacion'® en el periodo entre reuniones.

20. Ademés, la secretaria, con la orientacion de los cofacilitadores, elabord un
documento de antecedentes dedicado a las fuentes de informacion y a las metodologias y
los enfoques utilizados en los informes nacionales, regionales y mundiales en los que se
daba cuenta de las necesidades de los paises en desarrollo™!.

21.  En su 212 reunién, el CPF acord6 el esquema para el informe de 2020 sobre la
determinacion de las necesidades de las Partes que son paises en desarrollo respecto de la
aplicacion de la Convencidn y el Acuerdo de Paris, asi como para el correspondiente plan
de trabajo (véase el anexo Il1). En el plan de trabajo se detallan las actividades técnicas y de
divulgacion, los resultados y el calendario indicativo relativos a la preparacion del informe
de 2020 sobre la determinacién de las necesidades de las Partes que son paises en desarrollo
respecto de la aplicacion de la Convencion y el Acuerdo de Paris.

22.  Ademaés, el CPF acordd hacer una solicitud para la aportacién de datos y celebrar
dos reuniones técnicas, que se organizarian coincidiendo con sus reuniones 222 y 232,

C. Foros del Comité Permanente de Financiacion

1. Forode 2019

23.  El CPF prepard, con la cofacilitacion de la Sra. Gilbert y Mohamed Nasr, un
programa provisional para su Foro de 2019, titulado “Financiacion para el clima y ciudades
sostenibles”, y acordd que este se celebraria los dias 12 y 13 de septiembre de 2019 en la
sede de la Comision Econémica y Social para Asia Occidental en Beirut. Durante los
preparativos para el Foro, el CPF colabord estrechamente con la organizacion anfitriona, asi
como con las redes mundiales de ciudades, el Comité de Paris sobre el Fomento de la
Capacidad (CPFC) y otros actores que participan activamente en la financiacién para el
clima a nivel municipal®2.

24.  Asistieron al Foro aproximadamente 130 participantes en representacion de
gobiernos nacionales y municipales, organizaciones de la sociedad civil, instituciones
académicas, centros de estudio, instituciones financieras, tanto multilaterales como
bilaterales, y bancos comerciales internacionales. El Foro contd con el apoyo financiero de
los Gobiernos de Australia y Noruega, asi como de la Comision Econdmica y Social para
Asia Occidental, la Unidn por el Mediterrdneo y el Banco Islamico de Desarrollo. En la
pagina web dedicada al Foro*® pueden encontrarse el programa y las grabaciones en video
del evento.

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2. Forode 2020

25.  Durante su 21? reunion, el CPF inici6 las deliberaciones sobre el tema de su
siguiente Foro, que se encargaron de cofacilitar Kamal Djemouai (por ausencia del
Sr. Nasr) y la Sra. Gilbert.

26. En su 212 reunién, el CPF acord6 que el tema de su siguiente Foro seria
“Financiacion de soluciones basadas en la naturaleza” y que entre los subtemas podrian
figurar:

a) La creacion de entornos propicios para facilitar el acceso a la financiacion de
las soluciones en materia de adaptacién y mitigacion basadas en la naturaleza;

b) El aprovechamiento de los conocimientos de las comunidades locales y los
pueblos indigenas, las politicas con perspectiva de género, la resiliencia frente al clima, la
adaptacion al clima, la tecnologia y el fomento de la capacidad;

C) La aplicacién de soluciones basadas en la naturaleza como manera de reducir
el riesgo asociado a las inversiones relacionadas con el clima y de aumentar el alcance de
estas en el conjunto de la gobernanza multinivel,

d) El papel de la financiacion para el clima que se destina a la captura de
carbono por los ecosistemas, la vegetacion de los pantanos, la proteccion de la
biodiversidad, la gestion del fuego (por ejemplo, los proyectos de gestion del fuego, entre
otros en la sabana y los bosques, y la prevencién de los incendios forestales), la
restauracion de las tierras, la forestacién y la lucha contra la deforestacién, los bosques
sostenibles y la prevencion de la desertificacion;

e) Las soluciones basadas en la naturaleza como factor impulsor de las
contribuciones determinadas a nivel nacional y los planes nacionales de adaptacion;

f) Los diversos tipos de financiacién para las soluciones basadas en la
naturaleza.

27.  El CPF acordé que los cofacilitadores, con el apoyo de la secretaria:

a) Empezaran a organizar el siguiente Foro del CPF en el periodo entre
reuniones, partiendo del tema acordado y los debates mantenidos en la 212 reunién del CPF;

b) Prosiguieran las deliberaciones relativas a los subtemas, sobre la base de los
debates mantenidos en la 212 reunion del CPF, y consideraran los posibles eventos de los
asociados y las posibles fechas y lugares de celebracion;

c) Reuniesen informacion sobre los posibles eventos de los asociados e
informasen al respecto al CPF para que este pudiese acordar, en el periodo entre reuniones
y preferiblemente antes de finales de 2019, una fecha y un lugar adecuados para celebrar su
siguiente Foro.

D. Orientacion preliminar a las entidades encargadas del
funcionamiento del Mecanismo Financiero

28.  En su 17° periodo de sesiones, la CP encomend6 al CPF que le proporcionara
orientacion preliminar para las entidades encargadas del funcionamiento del Mecanismo
Financiero, con miras a mejorar la coherencia y la viabilidad de esa orientacion, teniendo
en cuenta los informes anuales de esas entidades y las comunicaciones pertinentes de las
Partes. Ademas, en la tercera parte de su primer periodo de sesiones, la CP/RA pidié al
CPF que preparara orientaciones preliminares para las entidades encargadas del
funcionamiento del Mecanismo Financiero, y sobre el Fondo para los Paises Menos
Adelantados y el Fondo Especial para el Cambio Climatico, para que la CP/RA las
examinara y aprobara en su segundo periodo de sesiones®. Con miras a cumplir el mandato
de la CP/RA, el CPF acordo:

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a) Preparar orientaciones preliminares comunes destinadas a las entidades
encargadas del funcionamiento del Mecanismo Financiero, que se someterian al examen de
la CPy la CP/RA;

b) Sefialar mediante un epigrafe distintivo las orientaciones que deberia
examinar especificamente la CP/RA.

29. El CPF recibi6 15 comunicaciones relativas a las orientaciones preliminares,
presentadas por Partes, grupos de Partes y miembros del CPF, el Comité de Adaptaciony el
Comité Ejecutivo de Tecnologia. Posteriormente, el CPF llevo a cabo una labor de caréacter
técnico por la que recopil6 el contenido de esas comunicaciones en una matriz, clasificé los
elementos de las orientaciones preliminares segun su esfera tematica e indic6 junto a esos
elementos las justificaciones y los materiales de referencia que figuraban en las
comunicaciones.

30. Sobre la base de esta labor, el CPF debatié largamente durante su reunién de
preparacién de las orientaciones preliminares y utiliz6 la base de datos de las orientaciones
anteriores para determinar si alguna de las orientaciones preliminares propuestas era
redundante o bien una repeticién de orientaciones anteriores. No obstante, el CPF no pudo
concluir sus trabajos y acordd transmitir a la CP y a la CP/RA una recopilacion de la
informacién contenida en las comunicaciones sobre las orientaciones preliminares®.
También convino en evaluar sus modalidades de trabajo sobre las orientaciones
preliminares en su primera reunion de 2020.

E. Género

31.  En su 22° periodo de sesiones, la CP pidi6 a todos los 6rganos constituidos en el
marco de la Convencion que incluyeran en sus informes periodicos informacion sobre los
progresos que hubieran realizado en la integracion de la perspectiva de género en sus
procesos®’. EI CPF, en su 202 reunion, acord6 que sus Copresidentes, con el apoyo de la
secretaria, facilitarian la organizacién en el periodo entre reuniones de un seminario web de
capacitacion sobre la integracién de las consideraciones de género, en el que participarian
miembros del CPF y un grupo seleccionado de expertos en cuestiones de género.

32.  En su 23% periodo de sesiones, la CP adoptd el plan de accidn sobre el género e
invit6 al CPF a que organizara un didlogo en 2019 sobre el cumplimiento de su
compromiso de integrar las consideraciones de género en su labor, destacando la
importancia de que el acceso a la financiacion en el marco de la accion climética tuviera en
cuenta las cuestiones de género'®. También invitd a la secretaria a fomentar la capacidad de
los presidentes y miembros de los 6rganos constituidos de la Convencion Marco y de los
equipos técnicos de la secretaria sobre la forma de integrar las consideraciones de género en
sus respectivos &mbitos de trabajo y sobre el cumplimiento del objetivo del equilibrio de
género?®.

33. Alaluz de lo que antecede, y con miras a integrar la perspectiva de género en su
labor, el CPF:

a) Organiz6 un seminario web de capacitacién sobre la integracion de las
consideraciones de género, que tuvo lugar el 3 de septiembre de 2019 y al que asistieron
seis miembros del CPF, quienes pusieron en comln sus puntos de vista sobre el tema del
género y la financiacidn para el clima. Los principales resultados de este seminario fueron
los siguientes:

i) Los miembros identificaron posibles elementos de la labor del CPF en los
que se podia reforzar la integracion de las consideraciones de género, como la EB de
2020, el informe de 2020 sobre la determinacion de las necesidades de las Partes que
son paises en desarrollo respecto de la aplicacion de la Convencion y el Acuerdo de

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Paris, y la orientacion para el Fondo Verde para el Clima y el Fondo para el Medio
Ambiente Mundial;

i) Los miembros expresaron interés en seguir debatiendo los temas presentados
en el seminario, entre otras cosas para encontrar maneras de lograr que la
financiacion para el clima respondiera a las consideraciones de género, desde el
nivel nacional hasta los fondos multilaterales;

b) Incluyé en la EB de 2020 informacién sobre el género en el contexto del
seguimiento de la financiacion para el clima y de la presentacion de informes sobre la
materia, como los informes nacionales presentados en el marco de la Convencién y otros
informes y estudios.

F. Vinculos con el Organo Subsidiario de Ejecucion y los 6rganos
constituidos en virtud de la Convencion

34. La CP, en su 21° periodo de sesiones, pidi6 al CPF que siguiese reforzando la
colaboraciéon con todos los interesados pertinentes y los 6rganos competentes de la
Convencidn?. En su 23* periodo de sesiones, acogi6é con beneplacito el nombramiento de
coordinadores del CPF para que actuasen de enlace con otros 6rganos constituidos en virtud
de la Convencion, y pidi6 al CPF que siguiera facilitando informacion sobre el
nombramiento en sus informes anuales a la Conferencia de las Partes?.

35.  El CPF prosigui6 su enfoque general para mantener los vinculos con los otros
6rganos constituidos en virtud de la Convencién, entre otras cosas:

a) Compartiendo con ellos su plan de trabajo, destacando los ambitos
especificos de la labor del CPF que podrian ser de particular interés para la cooperacién
entre el 6rgano respectivo y el CPF;

b) Tomando como base su labor en curso y los productos conexos en sus
actividades de representacién ante los otros 6rganos y sus aportaciones a dichos érganos;

C) Comunicando a todos los miembros del CPF las peticiones especiales de los
otros 6rganos, con el objeto, por ejemplo, de hacer aportaciones a los productos elaborados
por dichos 6rganos, labor que dirigirian los coordinadores pertinentes del CPF;

d) Enviando a representantes del CPF a participar (en persona 0 por via
electrénica) en las reuniones de los demas 6rganos, lo que harian a titulo personal y en
calidad de expertos para posteriormente informar al CPF sobre su participacion.

36.  En su 202 reunién, el CPF acordd proseguir con su enfoque de mantener vinculos
con los otros 6rganos constituidos, teniendo en cuenta la peticién que le habia formulado la
CP, en su 23¢ periodo de sesiones, de seguir perfeccionando su enfoque respecto del
mantenimiento de sus vinculos con los drganos subsidiarios y constituidos, en funcién de
los recursos disponibles y de las modalidades de trabajo? 2.

37.  Ademas, el CPF nombré y confirmé a los coordinadores existentes para que lo
representaran en lo relativo a la participacion en las diversas areas tematicas y la
interaccion con otros 6rganos constituidos en el marco de la Convencién. También designé
a coordinadores para que lo representaran en las siguientes areas:

a) Cuestiones relacionadas con la adaptacion (Sr. Nasr y Sr. Terpstra);
b) Cuestiones relacionadas con la tecnologia (Sra. Noens);

C) Cuestiones relacionadas con el fomento de la capacidad (Sr. Frumerie y
Sr. Ulvila);

d) Cuestiones relacionadas con el género (Sra. Schreuder);

38.  Desde el informe que el CPF present6 a la CP en su 24° periodo de sesiones, se han
Ilevado a cabo las siguientes actividades con la participacién de los coordinadores:

a) El Sr. Frumerie informé sobre su exposicién en el taller organizado durante
la CP 24 en el marco de la labor conjunta de Koronivia sobre la agricultura, y en la que
habia ofrecido una breve resefia de la labor del CPF y los productos conexos.

22. COP 24 requested the SCF to prepare, every four years, a report on the
determination of the needs of developing country Parties related to implementing the
Convention and the Paris Agreement for consideration starting at COP 26 at CMA 3
(hereinafter referred to as 2020 report on the determination of the needs of developing
country Parties related to implementing the Convention and the Paris Agreement).?”

23.  COP 24 also requested the SCF, in preparing the 2020 report on the determination of
the needs of developing country Parties related to implementing the Convention and the
Paris Agreement, to collaborate, as appropriate, with the operating entities of the Financial
Mechanism, the subsidiary and constituted bodies, multilateral and bilateral channels, and
observer organizations.?

Overall approach

24.  Building on the experience of the SCF in developing comprehensive assessments,
such as the BAs, SCF 20 agreed that the 2020 report on the determination of the needs of
developing country Parties related to implementing the Convention and the Paris
Agreement will be prepared following the BA approach, namely comprising technical
work and work at the Committee level. The technical work allows the SCF, with the
support of the secretariat and external expertise, to gather information and data on
developing countries’ needs to inform its work at the Committee level.
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25.  The technical work combines literature review with technical and expert meetings,
webinars and outreach activities, involving data providers and other contributors that have
experience in determining developing countries’ needs at the national, regional and global
level. This involves data and information gathering from a range of sources and databases,
including national reports submitted by Parties to the UNFCCC, external databases and
other related national, regional and global reports that provide quantitative and qualitative
information on the needs of developing countries. Hence, the organization and
implementation of the technical work follows a ‘hub-and-spokes’ approach. The figure
below shows this approach, with the SCF being the hub and the different types of
contributor being the spokes. This approach allows the SCF to gather the necessary
information and methodologies for preparing the 2020 report on the determination of the
needs of developing country Parties related to implementing the Convention and the Paris
Agreement, while also building the collaborators network for subsequent reports.

26.  The work at the Committee level involves reviewing the technical work and
providing further guidance. It also involves identification of key findings from the technical
work, compiling the identified determination of needs of developing countries in relation to
implementing the Convention and the Paris Agreement, and the possible preparation of
potential recommendations for the COP.

27.  The technical work also aims to enhance engagement with Parties, the operating
entities of the Financial Mechanism, the subsidiary and constituted bodies, multilateral and
bilateral channels, and observer organizations, including those that produce aggregate data
and information on needs. For example, the SCF can closely engage with, in addition to
Parties, a wide variety of institutions that produce and aggregate information on needs at
the global and regional level, including on issues relating to methodologies and approaches
for determining needs. Such institutions include United Nations agencies, constituted
bodies under the Convention, MDBs, bilateral development finance institutions,
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international organizations, research institutions and think tanks, private sector financial
institutions, academia and civil society organizations that operate in developing countries.
In addition, Parties and various institutions can participate in the meetings of the SCF and
dedicated technical meetings and other outreach channels that the SCF wishes to establish,
such as webinars. Engaging with Parties and data producers and aggregators allows the
SCF to produce a robust report.

Modalities

28.  The two co-facilitators of the SCF working group on the 2020 report on the
determination of the needs of developing country Parties related to implementing the
Convention and the Paris Agreement have been selected from within the SCF membership
and are appointed to guide the technical work both intersessionally and at SCF meetings.
The co-facilitators are supported by the secretariat.

29.  To ensure sufficient rigour, the technical work will consist of five phases as outlined
below. Each phase will be led by an external consultant and coordinated by the secretariat,
under the guidance of the co-facilitators of the 2020 report on the determination of the
needs of developing country Parties related to implementing the Convention and the Paris
Agreement:

(@) Phase | — developing and finalizing the outline of the report. This phase
involves developing the scope, structure and annotated outline;

(b)  Phase Il —research and drafting. This phase involves:

() Data collection from available sources and types of information on the needs
of developing countries;

(i) Technical meetings organized as stand-alone technical expert workshops in
collaboration with partners and/or in conjunction with SCF meetings;

(iii) A call for evidence to gather inputs from data providers and aggregators,
Parties and institutions that have undertaken work on the determination of needs,
covering data availability and gaps, and information on methodologies and
approaches;

(c)  Phase Il — developing the 2020 report on the determination of the needs of
developing country Parties related to implementing the Convention and the Paris
Agreement. This phase includes the iterative drafting of the technical report and presenting
it for feedback at SCF meetings. The SCF will discuss and confirm whether the report will
include recommendations;

(d) Phase IV — publication. This phase includes developing the layout, graphic
design and website content ahead of the finalization and dissemination of the report;

(e)  Phase V — outreach and dissemination. This phase includes:

(i Regular updates on the UNFCCC website regarding the 2020 report on the
determination of the needs of developing country Parties related to implementing the
Convention and the Paris Agreement, linked to the home page of the SCF;?°

(if)  Side events at sessions of the COP and the subsidiary bodies, as part of SCF
side events, to provide updates on progress and to exchange information in relation
to similar initiatives outside the Convention.

30.  Within the SCF, an open-ended working group will participate in the intersessional
technical work. This may involve, inter alia, providing input and reviewing the drafts of the
individual chapters and the final draft of the report, including through written comments
and dedicated webinars. The results of the phases of work will feed into the work of the
dedicated SCF working group on the 2020 report on the determination of the needs of
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developing country Parties related to implementing the Convention and the Paris
Agreement.

31. The outputs (e.g. draft chapters, technical papers, scoping document) will be
disseminated to the SCF for consideration. The SCF working group, led by the two co-
facilitators, will complete the 2020 report on the determination of the needs of developing
country Parties related to implementing the Convention and the Paris Agreement with the
assistance of the secretariat and consultants.

32.  The secretariat will guide and monitor the day-to-day operations of the external
consultants. To build and maintain institutional memory, the external consultants will
conduct their work and interact with external collaborators jointly with the secretariat.

@) Parties — the SCF could consider more coordinated outreach with capacity-
building initiatives within the United Nations network, including the Capacity-building
Initiative for Transparency, the Initiative for Climate Action Transparency, the NDC
Partnership and others, where climate finance capacity is developed. Through these
initiatives, findings from SCF outputs may be disseminated and inputs can be invited from
developing countries to future SCF products;

(b)  Cities and regions — building on the 2019 SCF Forum on climate finance
and sustainable cities, the SCF could consider maintaining and coordinating outreach
activities with city-level initiatives and networks, particularly in developing countries, and
invite inputs to future SCF products;

(c)  Development finance institutions — the SCF could consider building on
existing outreach with multilateral development finance institutions and conduct further
outreach to regional development finance institutions in developing countries through
networks and bank associations;

(d)  Private sector — building on previous discussions on enhancing outreach and
engagement with the private sector, the SCF may wish to consider the policy development
required to drive the private sector further, including for example highlighting the
investment risk inherent in not taking climate into account, and engaging with existing
working groups and task forces working on the regulatory framework to develop standards;

()  Research institutions, academia and think tanks — the SCF could consider
organizing technical meetings, expert meetings and webinars targeting the scientific
community to gather information and data relevant to its respective areas of work, with a
particular focus on outreach to researchers in developing countries. In addition, the SCF
could consider requesting certain areas of work to be included on the agendas of other
research events;
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f Civil society — the SCF could consider fostering partnerships with civil
society organizations to expand its knowledge base. It could also partner with civil society
in organizing key events, such as the SCF Forum.

Types of engagement

Dissemination

3. In considering the types of engagement for outreach, the SCF may consider
disseminating the knowledge generated through its products by:

(@)  Convening a series of dialogues with public and private climate finance
actors with various stakeholders (e.g. multilateral climate funds, MDBs, United Nations
programmes and climate finance stakeholders from developing countries) at special and
side events at the climate change conferences and at other events (e.g. at sessions of the
COP and of the subsidiary bodies, high-level ministerial dialogues, pre-COPs);

(b)  Providing ‘talking point packs’ for SCF members who engage in climate
finance related events, including high-profile events, where a critical mass of decision
makers and target audiences is present, such as the annual meetings of the Boards of
Governors of the World Bank Group and International Monetary Fund, annual meetings of
the MDBs, United Nations General Assembly high-level dialogues on financing for
development, the regional climate weeks; the 2019 C40 Cities World Mayors Summit, the
2020 Group of 20 Riyadh Summit and the World Climate Summits convened by networks
of institutional investor groups;

(c)  Fostering partnerships with networks that provide knowledge brokering and
support in disseminating the outcomes of SCF flagship products (e.g. with the Climate and
Development Knowledge Network and public and private finance networks in developing
countries);

(d)  Responding to calls for inputs and submissions from other bodies, institutions
or processes to disseminate the findings of SCF products (e.g. the global stocktake,
constituted bodies);

(e)  Using social media and newsletters to promote the key outcomes of SCF
work and interaction with various stakeholder groups through social media channels (e.g.
Twitter, Facebook), as well as sharing relevant outputs of partner networks with the SCF.
The SCF may explore the use of existing climate finance related newsletters or setting up
its own newsletter.

Collection of information and data

4. The SCF may also consider enhancing the collection of information and data in
developing its products by, for example, enhancing its strategic outreach to data and
information providers from developing countries, through:

(d)  Partnerships with tasks forces, working groups or research institutions,
regional centres, intergovernmental organizations, multilateral and regional development
banks, United Nations programmes (e.g. United Nations Conference on Trade and
Development, United Nations Development Programme, United Nations Environment
Programme, regional United Nations economic commissions), non-profit organizations and
think tanks to widen its knowledge base and address some of the information and data gaps
related to its respective areas of work;

(e)  Technical meetings and workshops with technical experts to address specific
issues related to the work of the SCF. While technical meetings and workshops are
currently organized in the context of the BA in conjunction with SCF meetings, the SCF
may wish to consider expanding their use to other technical areas of its work, such as the
reports on the determination of the needs of developing country Parties related to
implementing the Convention and the Paris Agreement, or the SCF Forum, as well as to
organize meetings in conjunction with other climate finance related events, particularly in
developing countries, to increase participation;
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4] Strengthening calls for inputs and submissions from other bodies,
institutions or processes. The SCF could consider identifying specific stakeholders for
outreach, particularly in developing countries, to respond to calls for inputs to SCF products
(e.g. the BA, the reports on the determination of the needs of developing country Parties
related to implementing the Convention and the Paris Agreement, and the SCF Forum);

(9)  Surveys to collect data from sources of information other than national
reports under the Convention;

(h)  Stakeholder engagement at SCF meetings by continuing the practice of
enabling virtual participation of nominated stakeholders to contribute to the discussions of
the SCF at its meetings and other SCF-related events.

Expected outcomes

5. Expected outcomes of the strategic outreach plan could include:

@) Increased recognition that the SCF is the authoritative body on multilateral
climate finance matters and an influencer in the climate finance landscape;

(b)  The increased knowledge and awareness of key stakeholders in the climate
finance architecture, which can inform their planning and decision-making in strengthening
their response to the threat of climate change;

(c) Enhanced coverage and quality of data and information that can be used to
inform the development of SCF flagship products;

(d)  Partially addressed information and knowledge gaps identified in SCF
products (e.g. the BA and the reports on the determination of the needs of developing
country Parties related to implementing the Convention and the Paris Agreement).

Outreach in 2019-2020

The SCF, with the support of the secretariat, could develop and maintain an overview of
related events taking place in 2019 and 2020. SCF members who participate in these events
would contribute to the discussions relevant to the areas of work of the SCF, through actual
or virtual participation, and report back to the SCF on the outcomes of the events at its
subsequent meetings.%°
