Draft conclusions proposed by the Chair

Cooperation with United Nations bodies

1. The Subsidiary Body for Scientific and Technological Advice (SBSTA) noted with appreciation
the information provided by the United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) and the Food and
Agriculture Organization of the United Nations (FAO) on their activities relating to climate change.

2. The SBSTA took note of the information provided by the International Maritime Organization
