session. 

2.  Invites Parties to submit to the secretariat, by 13 February 2006, their views on this item 
for compilation. 

3.  Requests the Executive Secretary to consult the United Nations Secretary-General on the 
issue of ensuring necessary privileges and immunities for individuals serving on the constituted bodies 
established under the Kyoto Protocol, and to report to the Subsidiary Body for Implementation at its 
twenty-fourth session.
