Nota de la Secretaria Ejecutiva

Resumen

En esta nota se presenta la ejecucion del presupuesto de los fondos fiduciarios
que administra la secretaria en los primeros 18 meses del bienio 2014-2015. EI
propésito es informar a las Partes de los ingresos recibidos, los gastos efectuados y los
resultados alcanzados al 30 de junio de 2015. A esa fecha se habian recibido
36,6 millones de euros, es decir, el 77,2% del total de las contribuciones indicativas al
presupuesto basico previstas para el bienio. Las contribuciones voluntarias al Fondo
Fiduciario para la Participacion en las Reuniones de la Convencion recibidas
ascendian a 5,3 millones de ddlares de los Estados Unidos, y las contribuciones
voluntarias al Fondo Fiduciario para Actividades Suplementarias, a 24,0 millones de
doélares. Se habia gastado aproximadamente el 75,8% del presupuesto basico
de 2014-2015. Asimismo, se habian gastado 30,0 millones de doélares en diversos
proyectos financiados con cargo al Fondo Fiduciario para Actividades Suplementarias,
asi como 8,1 millones de dodlares del Fondo Fiduciario para la Participacion en las
Reuniones de la Convencidn, a fin de costear la participacion de las Partes que reunian
las condiciones para ello en los periodos de reuniéon. En la presente nota se ofrece
también informacion sobre la situacion del Fondo Fiduciario del Mecanismo para un
Desarrollo Limpio, el Fondo Fiduciario del Diario Internacional de las Transacciones,
el Fondo Fiduciario para la Contribucion Anual Especial del Gobierno de Alemania y
los gastos de apoyo a los programas. También se proporciona informacién sobre los
recursos humanos y se ofrece un informe detallado de la ejecucion de los programas.

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Introduccion

Mandato

1. La Conferencia de las Partes (CP) y la Conferencia de las Partes en calidad de
reunion de las Partes en el Protocolo de Kyoto (CP/RP), en sus decisiones 27/CP.19
y 10/CMP.9, aprobaron el presupuesto por programas para el bienio 2014-2015. La CP
pidi6 a la Secretaria Ejecutiva que la informara en su 21° periodo de sesiones sobre
los ingresos y la ejecucion del presupuesto, y que propusiera los ajustes que fueran
necesarios en el presupuesto por programas.

Objeto de la nota

2. El presente documento informa sobre los ingresos y la ejecucion del presupuesto
de los fondos fiduciarios que administra la secretaria al 30 de junio de 2015. Debe
leerse conjuntamente con el documento FCCC/SBI/2013/6/Add.1, que contiene el
programa de trabajo bienal de la secretaria para 2014-2015, y con el documento
FCCC/SBI/2015/INF.17, en que se proporciona informacion sobre el estado de las
contribuciones al 15 de noviembre de 2015. El presente documento también contiene
informacion sobre los recursos humanos y la labor de los programas.

Medidas que podria adoptar el Organo Subsidiario
de Ejecucion

3. El Organo Subsidiario de Ejecucién (OSE) tal vez desee tomar nota de la
informacion presentada y determinar las medidas que pueda ser necesario incluir en
los proyectos de decision sobre cuestiones administrativas y financieras que se
recomienden a la aprobacion de la CP 21 y a la CP/RP 11.

Informe sobre los ingresos y los gastos

Fondo Fiduciario del Presupuesto Basico de la Convencion

4. La CP y la CP/RP, en las decisiones a que se hace referencia en el parrafo 1
supra, aprobaron un presupuesto total de 54,6 millones de euros para el
bienio 2014-2015 (véase el cuadro 1).

5. En el cuadro 2 se muestran los ingresos efectivos del Fondo Fiduciario del
Presupuesto Basico de la Convencién en los primeros 18 meses del bienio, que
ascienden a 48,7 millones de euros. Esta suma estd constituida principalmente
por 36,6 millones de euros procedentes de las contribuciones indicativas recibidas de
las Partes para 2014-2015, 9,8 millones de euros en concepto de saldo no utilizado de
los ejercicios econdmicos anteriores (es decir, el saldo arrastrado de 2012-2013)
y 1,5 millones de euros correspondientes a las contribuciones voluntarias del Gobierno
anfitrion.

7. En el cuadro 3 figuran el presupuesto basico aprobado para 2014-2015, por
programas, y los gastos de los programas durante los 18 primeros meses del bienio.
Al 30 de junio de 2015, los gastos ascendian a 36,5 millones de euros, es decir,
el 75,8% del presupuesto basico aprobado para 2014-2015.

8.  En el cuadro 4 figuran el presupuesto basico aprobado para 2014-2015 y los
gastos hasta el 30 de junio de 2015, desglosados por objeto del gasto. Los “gastos de
personal” incluyen los sueldos y los gastos comunes de personal, los sueldos del
personal con contratos de breve duracion, el personal temporario y las horas
extraordinarias. Los otros gastos en concepto de expertos externos, incluidas personas
e instituciones, figuran en la partida de los “consultores”. Los viajes del personal en
comision de servicio aparecen por separado de los viajes de los expertos para asistir a
talleres y consultas oficiosas. Los “gastos generales de funcionamiento” comprenden
los pagos a los proveedores de bienes y servicios y otros gastos de funcionamiento,
como los referentes a las telecomunicaciones. Las “subvenciones y contribuciones”
incluyen los pagos a la Dependencia de Servicios Comunes de las Naciones Unidas en
Bonn (Alemania) en concepto de administracion de locales, lo que abarca los servicios
logisticos y administrativos prestados a la secretaria, y la contribucion anual al Grupo
Intergubernamental de Expertos sobre el Cambio Climatico (IPCC).

9.  Solo los gastos de personal y los viajes del personal estaban por debajo de la tasa
de ejecucion ideal del 75% al 30 de junio de 2015, si se incluye el dividendo
extraordinario de eficiencia del 3%. Se prevé que los gastos de personal aumentaran
en los proximos seis meses debido al pago de los subsidios de educacion para el curso
académico 2014/15. Los gastos en consultores ya han superado el 100%, porque
en 2014-2015 el numero de consultores y consultorias institucionales contratados ha
sido superior a lo previsto. El gasto correspondiente a los grupos de expertos es bajo,
debido a la menor demanda de expertos para los examenes de los inventarios de gases
de efecto invernadero (GEI) presentados por las Partes incluidas en el anexo I de la
Convencidon (Partes del anexo I), que obedecid a los retrasos en el desarrollo del
software CRF Reporter. La tasa de gastos en viajes del personal es acorde al nimero
de reuniones y talleres que se celebraron fuera de la sede de la secretaria en el periodo
del que se informa. El subsidio al IPCC ya se ha pagado para todo el bienio, al igual
que el costo del servicio de informacion comun de las Naciones Unidas en Bonn. Por
consiguiente, la tasa de gastos de la partida “subvenciones y contribuciones” es
superior a la tasa de gastos ideal del 50%.

Fondo Fiduciario para la Participacion en las Reuniones
de la Convencion

10. El Fondo Fiduciario para la Participacion en las Reuniones de la Convencién
sirve para costear la participacion de representantes de las Partes que son paises en
desarrollo y las Partes con economias en transicion que reunen las condiciones para
ello en los periodos de sesiones de la CP y la CP/RP y de sus 6rganos subsidiarios, por
medio de contribuciones voluntarias. Reunen las condiciones para recibir financiacion
las Partes cuyo producto interno bruto per capita no super6 los 14.000 dolares de los
Estados Unidos en 2011, segun las estadisticas publicadas por la Conferencia de las
Naciones Unidas sobre Comercio y Desarrollo. Sin embargo, ese umbral se eleva
a 18.000 dolares en el caso de los pequefios Estados insulares en desarrollo y de las
Partes que tienen miembros en la Mesa. Las Partes que son miembros de la Unidn
Europea estan excluidas del criterio de elegibilidad independientemente de su
respectivo producto interno bruto per capita.

11. En el cuadro 5 figuran los ingresos y los gastos del Fondo Fiduciario para la
Participacion en las Reuniones de la Convencion al 30 de junio de 2015. Las
contribuciones voluntarias recibidas por la secretaria durante el periodo del que se
informa ascendieron a 5,3 millones de ddlares. Las contribuciones recibidas hasta la
fecha, sumadas al saldo arrastrado de 2012-2013, los intereses y los ingresos varios,
arrojan un ingreso total de 11,5 millones de dolares.
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12. Los gastos efectuados durante los primeros 18 meses del bienio 2014-2015
ascendieron a 8,1 millones de dodlares, con los que se costed la participacion de los
representantes de las Partes que reunian las condiciones para ello en seis periodos de
sesiones, de modo que el saldo de ingresos restante una vez deducidos los gastos es
de 2,8 millones de dolares, sin contar la reserva operacional de 0,5 millones de
doélares. Este saldo, junto con toda contribucion voluntaria adicional que se efectie a
este fondo fiduciario, se utilizara para costear la participacion de los representantes de
las Partes que retnan las condiciones para ello en los dos periodos de sesiones
restantes del Grupo de Trabajo Especial sobre la Plataforma de Durban para una
Accion Reforzada (GPD) y en la CP 21 y la CP/RP 11. Las contribuciones voluntarias
recibidas en 2014 y 2015 ascendian a 4,6 millones de dolares al 30 de junio de 2015.
Se necesitaran contribuciones adicionales para financiar la participacion de los
representantes de las Partes que retinan las condiciones para ello en 2015. Las Partes
que cumplan los requisitos para recibir financiacion y que estén en condiciones de
hacerlo tienen la oportunidad de abstenerse voluntariamente de solicitar apoyo
financiero del Fondo Fiduciario para la Participacion en las Reuniones de la
Convencion. Ello permitiria asignar los fondos disponibles a las Partes que mas
necesiten apoyo.

Fondo Fiduciario para Actividades Suplementarias

13.  Varias actividades basicas previstas en el mandato siguen financiandose con
cargo al Fondo Fiduciario para Actividades Suplementarias gracias a las
contribuciones voluntarias de las Partes, lo que ha permitido a la secretaria ejecutar
mas eficazmente el programa de trabajo para este bienio, que incluye la prestacion de
apoyo a las negociaciones celebradas en el marco del GPD.

14. En el cuadro 6 figuran los ingresos y los gastos del Fondo Fiduciario para
Actividades Suplementarias al 30 de junio de 2015.

15. Durante el periodo del que se informa se recibieron contribuciones voluntarias
por un importe de 24,0 millones de dolares. Otras fuentes de ingresos del Fondo
Fiduciario para Actividades Suplementarias consistieron en el saldo arrastrado del
bienio 2012-2013, las tasas de la aplicacidon conjunta, reembolsos a donantes, intereses
devengados ¢ ingresos varios, lo que al 30 de junio de 2015 daba un total
de 61,7 millones de dolares.

16. Los gastos del Fondo Fiduciario para Actividades Suplementarias ascendian
a 30,0 millones de dodlares al 30 de junio de 2015. El saldo no utilizado
de 29,3 millones de ddlares de los Estados Unidos, junto con toda nueva contribucion
voluntaria que se reciba, se utilizara para financiar eventos y proyectos en curso tal
como se indica en el cuadro 16, incluidos proyectos en muchas areas de trabajo
diferentes de la Convencidén y su Protocolo de Kyoto, como la adaptacion, la
financiacion para el clima, la presentacion de informes, el apoyo a las negociaciones y
la tecnologia. No todos los ingresos disponibles en el Fondo Fiduciario para
Actividades Suplementarias se asignan a proyectos. Algunos de los ingresos recibidos
se reservan, a peticion de las Partes que los aportan, para asignaciones futuras.

D. Fondo Fiduciario del Mecanismo para un Desarrollo Limpio

17. En el cuadro 7 figuran los ingresos y los gastos del Fondo Fiduciario del
Mecanismo para un Desarrollo Limpio al 30 de junio de 2015. Los ingresos recibidos
para el bienio 2014-2015 ascienden a 208,9 millones de dolares y consisten
principalmente en fondos arrastrados del bienio anterior, por importe de 193,9
millones de ddlares, y tasas del mecanismo para un desarrollo limpio (MDL), por
valor de 14,6 millones de ddlares.

18. Los gastos al 30 de junio de 2015 se cifraban en 44,0 millones de dolares, de
modo que el saldo sin utilizar era de 164,9 millones de dblares, o 119,9 millones de
dblares una vez restada la reserva operacional de 45 millones de ddlares. La Junta
Ejecutiva del MDL esta siguiendo de cerca esta situacion, en particular en relacién con
la sostenibilidad futura del MDL, e informara al respecto a la CP/RP.

Los ingresos recibidos en 2014-2015
ascendian a 11,5 millones de euros, y consistian fundamentalmente en fondos
arrastrados del bienio anterior, por valor de 6,6 millones de euros, y en tasas por un
total de 4,8 millones de euros, que representaban el 86,8% de las tasas

21. Como parte de su ofrecimiento de acoger la secretaria de la Convenciéon en
Bonn, el Gobierno de Alemania hace una contribucion anual especial a la secretaria
de 1,8 millones de euros. Al 30 de junio de 2015, las contribuciones correspondientes
a 2014-2015 se habian recibido integramente. Las contribuciones al Fondo Fiduciario
para la Contribucion Anual Especial del Gobierno de Alemania (Fondo de Bonn)
sirvieron para costear las disposiciones logisticas relacionadas con los periodos de
sesiones celebrados en Bonn durante el periodo del que se informa.

22. En el cuadro 10 figuran los ingresos y los gastos del Fondo de Bonn
en 2014-2015 al 30 de junio de 2015. Una vez contabilizados el total de gastos
de 3,4 millones de euros, el reembolso al donante y la reserva operacional, el saldo no
utilizado del Fondo asciende a 205.117 euros, que se habran gastado integramente al
final de 2015.

G. Gastos de apoyo a los programas

GE.15-15936

23. De conformidad con los procedimientos financieros de las Naciones Unidas,
todos los fondos fiduciarios de la Convencion Marco deben pagar un 13% en concepto
de gastos generales por servicios administrativos. La mayoria de esos servicios se
prestan dentro de la secretaria y corren a cargo del Programa de Servicios
Administrativos (SA). Las Naciones Unidas proporcionan, a titulo reembolsable,
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diversos servicios centrales, como los de auditoria, nominas de sueldos, inversion,
tesoreria y servicios relacionados con la administracion de justicia.

24. En el cuadro 11 figura la situacion de los gastos de apoyo a los programas.
Al 30 de junio de 2015, los ingresos ascendian a 32,1 millones de doélares y consistian
en fondos arrastrados del bienio anterior por un importe de 16,2 millones de ddlares,
ingresos en concepto de gastos de apoyo a los programas por valor de 15,7 millones de
doélares y otros ingresos por un total de 226.103 doélares.

25. Durante el periodo del que se informa se utilizaron 16,75 millones de doélares
para sufragar los gastos de personal y los gastos distintos de los de personal. Esa cifra
incluye los cargos principales por los servicios prestados por la Oficina de las
Naciones Unidas en Ginebra en el segundo semestre de 2013 y en todo el afio 2014.
Al 30 de junio de 2015, aun no se habian pagado los cargos correspondientes al primer
semestre de ese afio. Una vez contabilizada la reserva operacional de 2,01 millones de
doélares, el saldo no utilizado de la cuenta especial para los gastos de apoyo a los
programas asciende a 13,3 millones de dolares. Cabe sefialar que el saldo de este
Fondo Fiduciario esta en declive, ya que al 30 de junio de 2015 los gastos habian
superado en 1,0 millones de ddlares los ingresos obtenidos a esa fecha. Algunos de los
factores que han contribuido a ello son la transferencia de cuatro puestos del
presupuesto basico a este Fondo Fiduciario durante la aprobacion del presupuesto para
el bienio 2014-2015, la aplicacion de las Normas Internacionales de Contabilidad del
Sector Publico y la preparacion de la conversion al nuevo sistema de planificacion de
recursos institucionales de las Naciones Unidas, Umoja.

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Labor de los programas

26. La labor de los programas se basa en el programa de trabajo para el
bienio 2014-2015 y en los mandatos conferidos a la secretaria después de la
presentacion de dicho programa. Por consiguiente, el presente capitulo debe leerse
conjuntamente con el documento FCCC/SBI/2013/6/Add.1, en que se expone el
programa de trabajo.

27. En las siguientes secciones se ofrece una breve resefia de las responsabilidades
de cada programa, se indica si se estdn alcanzando los resultados previstos del
programa de trabajo bienal y se resumen las actividades que han contribuido a los
logros de la secretaria.

Aspectos destacados

28. La Secretaria Ejecutiva ejercid su autoridad para hacer frente a los imperativos
combinados de las limitaciones y reducciones presupuestarias y a la necesidad de
aumentar la eficacia y eficiencia. Las medidas adoptadas en respuesta a la orientacion
recibida de las Partes consistieron, entre otras cosas, en reducir los gastos de personal
(mediante la gestion de las vacantes y la congelacion o supresion de puestos), reducir
los gastos distintos de los de personal y otras medidas adecuadas. Asi pues, la
secretaria hizo progresos importantes en la tarea de ajustar sus recursos a las
necesidades cambiantes de la Convenciéon y de su Protocolo de Kyoto, incluidas la
reestructuracion y reduccion de los recursos destinados a apoyar los mecanismos de
mercado y la racionalizacidén de los servicios de tecnologias de la informacion y de las
comunicaciones (TIC). La secretaria siguié adoptando iniciativas especificas para
aumentar la eficiencia y eficacia de operaciones concretas en diferentes esferas de
trabajo, como las adquisiciones y el apoyo a los examenes de los inventarios de GEI,
los informes bienales y las comunicaciones nacionales.

29. En los primeros 18 meses del bienio 2014-2015, la secretaria prestd apoyo
estratégico y logistico a las negociaciones del IPCC y de los 6rganos establecidos en
el marco de la Convencidn y su Protocolo de Kyoto, lo que incluyé el apoyo a:

a) Un periodo de sesiones de la CP y la CP/RP en Lima (Pert), al que
asistieron 11.222 participantes;

b) Tres periodos de sesiones del OSE y del Organo Subsidiario de
Asesoramiento Cientifico y Tecnoldgico (OSACT), respectivamente;

c¢) Seis periodos de sesiones del GPD;

d) Un total de 127 reuniones de 6rganos constituidos y talleres en Bonn y en
el extranjero.

30. En enero de 2015 se lanz6 el portal de la Zona de los Actores No Estatales para
la Accién Climatica (Non-State Actor Zone for Climate Action (NAZCA))?, en que se
anuncian los compromisos de accién de empresas, ciudades, regiones subnacionales e
inversores para hacer frente al cambio climatico e impulsar el apoyo a un acuerdo
universal sobre el clima en la CP 21 y la CP/RP 11 en Paris (Francia).

31. La secretaria respaldé la elaboracion de un texto de negociacion que se presentd
en la octava parte del segundo periodo de sesiones del GPD (en lo sucesivo, el “texto
de Ginebra”), y del texto simplificado y consolidado dimanante de los trabajos de la
novena parte del segundo periodo de sesiones del GPD, de conformidad con los

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requisitos juridicos y de procedimiento pertinentes y en consonancia con la practica
establecida.

32. Se cre6 una plataforma en linea para facilitar la comunicacion de las
contribuciones previstas determinadas a nivel nacional (CPDN)? por todas las Partes y,
en cooperacion con el Programa de las Naciones Unidas para el Desarrollo (PNUD), la
secretaria organizé didlogos regionales a fin de prestar asistencia a los paises en los
preparativos relacionados con su CPDN.

33. La secretaria ultimo la coordinacion del examen técnico de la primera ronda del
proceso de evaluacion y examen internacional (EEI) de las Partes del anexo I. Como
parte de este proceso, en el OSE 41 se llevo a cabo la primera evaluacion multilateral
del cumplimiento, por las Partes del anexo I, de sus metas para toda la economia, que
abarco a 17 Partes, mientras que la segunda tuvo lugar en el OSE 42 y comprendid
a 24 Partes.

34. La secretaria apoyd la realizacion de la primera evaluacion y resefia general
bienal de las corrientes financieras relacionadas con el clima, asi como la realizaciéon
del quinto examen del Mecanismo Financiero.

35. Los constantes esfuerzos de la secretaria por hacer participar a una amplia gama
de interesados en el apoyo a la ejecucion del programa de trabajo de Nairobi sobre los
efectos, la vulnerabilidad y la adaptacién al cambio climatico se tradujeron en un
aumento del nimero de organizaciones asociadas y de promesas de accion.

36. Se creé el sitio de Noticias® sobre el cambio climatico, en que se ilustran
claramente los éxitos de la Convencion y la oleada de medidas relacionadas con el
clima que estan adoptando los gobiernos, las empresas y la sociedad civil.

Direccion y Gestion Ejecutivas

37. El Programa de Direccion y Gestion Ejecutivas (DGE) ofrece orientacion
estratégica, vela por la coherencia general de la labor de la secretaria y mantiene la
cooperacion estratégica y la asociacion con otras organizaciones, también del sistema
de las Naciones Unidas, y con los principales interesados en el proceso del cambio
climatico.

38. En el periodo del que se informa, el Programa DGE se centr6 en generar impulso
y prestar apoyo para lograr un buen resultado en la CP 21 y la CP/RP 11, como hito en
la historia del proceso del cambio climatico. A este respecto, el Programa coordind el
apoyo de la secretaria a las negociaciones sobre el resultado de Paris, lo que incluyé la
organizacion y el respaldo de cuatro periodos de sesiones del GPD en 2014 y de dos
en 2015, en febrero y en junio. También coordiné la direccion sustantiva del apoyo a
la negociacion en toda la secretaria, asi como la ejecucion de las actividades
prioritarias, para lo cual coordinoé la movilizacion de fondos, el desarrollo del sistema
de transparencia, el apoyo a las CPDN y el perfeccionamiento de los instrumentos
econdmicos en apoyo de la accion para el clima. Asimismo, desarrolldé y desplegd en
toda la secretaria algunas innovaciones clave, que incluyeron mejoras en el estudio de
las oportunidades de mitigacion antes de 2020 en el contexto del GPD, y el
mejoramiento del portal NAZCA.

39. Trabajando en estrecha colaboracion con las Presidencias de la CP 20 y la
CP/RP 10 y de la CP 21 y la CP/RP 11, el Programa DGE ha concedido también gran
importancia a promover una oleada de medidas para el clima a nivel nacional, regional
y local, asi como por actores no estatales. Se han hecho grandes esfuerzos para apoyar

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la Agenda de Accion Lima-Paris, una iniciativa conjunta de los Gobiernos del Pert y
de Francia, la Oficina Ejecutiva del Secretario General y la secretaria. La Agenda de
Accion Lima-Paris tiene por objetivo acelerar la accidon climatica sobre el terreno
antes de 2020 y comprende a actores estatales y no estatales, como entidades
individuales o en asociaciones que van mas alld de los marcos institucionales
tradicionales. Ademas, la Secretaria Ejecutiva particip6é en eventos encabezados por la
Presidencia de Francia con el fin de integrar en la accion a las comunidades mas
vulnerables, el mundo empresarial y los grupos confesionales.

40. Durante el periodo del que se informa, la secretaria siguié participando
activamente en varias actividades del sistema de las Naciones Unidas, a saber, el
grupo de trabajo encargado del cambio climatico del Comité de Alto Nivel sobre
Programas y el Equipo de Tareas del Sistema sobre la Agenda de las Naciones Unidas
para el Desarrollo Después de 2015, asi como el respaldo al Equipo de Apoyo sobre el
Cambio Climatico del Secretario General.

41. El Programa DGE prest6 también apoyo estratégico y organizativo al Presidente
y la Mesa de la CP y la CP/RP. En el periodo del que se informa se organizaron cuatro
reuniones de la Mesa y una serie de reuniones con las Presidencias entrante y futura
(Francia y Marruecos). Se prestd apoyo con respecto a todos los arreglos para las
reuniones intergubernamentales destinadas a examinar, entre otras cosas, la evoluciéon
futura y la eficacia del proceso intergubernamental de la Convenciéon Marco.

42. En lo que respecta al desarrollo de la secretaria como organizacion, en el primer
semestre de este afio se desplegaron considerables esfuerzos para ajustar la base de
recursos de la secretaria a la luz de la evolucidon de los mercados del carbono y del
apoyo que requiere el Programa de Mecanismos para el Desarrollo Sostenible (MDS).
Otro centro de interés del Programa DGE ha sido la transformacion de sus arreglos de
TIC iniciada a principios de este afio con el objetivo de racionalizar los servicios de
TIC y mejorar la relacion costo-eficiencia reduciendo los recursos internos basicos y
externalizando determinados servicios.

43. Con el fin de seguir mejorando la eficiencia de las actividades de la secretaria,
mediante la promocion de una cultura de la excelencia y la innovacion, la Secretaria
Ejecutiva ha redoblado los esfuerzos dedicados a las iniciativas para crear un marco
estratégico coherente y orientado a la obtenciéon de resultados.

Mitigacion, Datos y Analisis

44. El Programa de Mitigacidon, Datos y Andlisis (MDA) facilita los procesos de
medicion, notificacion y verificacion relacionados con la Convencidn (en el contexto
de las comunicaciones nacionales, los informes bienales y los informes bienales de
actualizacion, los inventarios de GEI y otros aspectos), presta asistencia técnica a las
Partes no incluidas en el anexo I de la Convencion (Partes no incluidas en el anexo I),
y apoya las negociaciones intergubernamentales sobre la mitigacion y cuestiones
conexas tales como la REDD-plus’ y las medidas de respuesta.

45. En el marco del GPD, el Programa MDA apoya directamente los aspectos
relacionados con la mitigacion, las CPDN, la ambicién y la transparencia. En
respuesta a la decision 1/CP.20, el Programa cre6 una plataforma en linea para facilitar
la comunicaciéon de las CPDN por todas las Partes y, en cooperacion con el PNUD,

En la decision 1/CP.16, parrafo 70, la CP alent6 a las Partes que son paises en desarrollo a
contribuir a la labor de mitigacion en el sector forestal adoptando las siguientes medidas: la
reduccion de las emisiones debidas a la deforestacion, la reduccion de las emisiones debidas a la
degradacion forestal, la conservacion de las reservas forestales de carbono, la gestion sostenible de
los bosques y el incremento de las reservas forestales de carbono.

46. En el marco de los procesos de medicion, notificacion y verificacion, en el
periodo del que se informa el Programa MDA

a)  Ultimo la coordinacion del examen técnico de la primera ronda del proceso
de EEI de las Partes del anexo I. Como parte de este proceso, en el OSE 41 se llevo a
cabo la primera evaluacion multilateral del cumplimiento, por las Partes del anexo I,
de sus metas para toda la economia, que abarcé a 17 Partes, mientras que la segunda
tuvo lugar en el OSE 42 y comprendid a 24 Partes.

b)  Siguid coordinando el proceso de examen anual de los inventarios de GEl y
la informacion suplementaria presentados por las Partes del anexo I. E1 10 de julio
de 2015, el Programa completd el proceso de examen por expertos previsto en el
articulo 8 del Protocolo de Kyoto para el primer periodo de compromiso,
anticipandose asi al plazo fijado, que era el 10 de agosto de 2015’.

e) Organiz6 talleres regionales de fomento de la capacidad respecto de las
medidas de mitigacion apropiadas para cada pais (MMAP) y del Mercado de las
MMAP y mejor6 la funcionalidad del registro de esas medidas.

f)  Respaldd plenamente la continuacion del desarrollo y la ejecucion de
actividades de REDD-plus.

47. El Programa MDA apoy6 los trabajos del Grupo Consultivo de Expertos sobre
las Comunicaciones Nacionales de las Partes no incluidas en el Anexo I de la
Convencidn, con respecto a las comunicaciones nacionales, los informes bienales de
actualizacion, el aprendizaje electronico y los equipos de expertos técnicos, entre otras
cosas.

48. El Programa MDA sigui6 apoyando a las Partes en lo referente a las medidas de
respuesta, por medio del foro sobre las repercusiones de la aplicacion de las medidas
de respuesta, y en la preparacion de sus informes.

Financiacion, Tecnologia y Fomento de la Capacidad

49. FEl Programa de Financiacion, Tecnologia y Fomento de la Capacidad (FTFC)
presta apoyo a las Partes, especialmente a las no incluidas en el anexo I, en la
aplicacion de la Convencion y su Protocolo de Kyoto, incluidas las negociaciones en

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el marco del OSE, el OSACT, la CP, la CP/RP y el GPD. El Programa también
coordina el apoyo de la secretaria al OSACT, contribuyendo asi a su funcionamiento
eficaz y eficiente.

50. En el periodo del que se informa, el Programa FTFC apoyo la organizacion de
cuatro reuniones del Comité Permanente de Financiacion (CPF) y la ejecucion de su
plan de trabajo para 2014-2015°, incluidas la organizaciéon del segundo foro de
intercambio de informacion del CPF, que tuvo lugar en junio de 2014°, la realizacion
de la primera evaluacion y resefia general bienal de las corrientes de financiacion para
el clima, la ejecucion del quinto examen del Mecanismo Financiero y la elaboracion
de orientaciones para sus entidades operacionales, asi como la labor relativa a la
coherencia y coordinacion de la financiacion para los bosques. También organizo dos
talleres de periodos de sesiones sobre la financiacidon a largo plazo, y recopild y
sintetizo las estrategias y los enfoques para aumentar la financiacion relacionada con
el clima presentados por las Partes que son paises desarrollados. En el periodo de
reuniéon de junio de 2015, el Programa organizé un taller técnico conjunto
OSACT/OSE/CPF sobre las metodologias para la presentacion de informacion
financiera por las Partes del anexo I y preparé un documento técnico sobre las
metodologias internacionales existentes para presentar ese tipo de informacion.
Actualizé el portal financiero™, afiadiendo, entre otras cosas, la informacion sobre la
financiacion para el clima contenida en las sextas comunicaciones nacionales y los
primeros informes bienales de las Partes que son paises desarrollados, y mantuvo el
enlace con el Fondo para el Medio Ambiente Mundial y con el Fondo Verde para el
Clima.

51.  El Programa FTFC respaldo la organizacion de tres reuniones ordinarias y una
reunion de evaluacion oficiosa del Comité Ejecutivo de Tecnologia (CET) y la
ejecucion del plan de trabajo evolutivo del CET para 2014-2015, con inclusion de la
organizacion de dos talleres sobre tecnologias para la adaptacion y sistemas nacionales
de innovacion, dos didlogos tematicos sobre la financiacion de tecnologia para el
clima y la generacién e integracion descentralizadas de energia renovable, y la
preparacion de dos reseflas del CET sobre las tecnologias para la adaptacion. El
Programa apoyo también al CET en la realizacion de diversas actividades para mejorar
la aplicacion de los resultados de las evaluaciones de las necesidades de tecnologia y
la evaluacion del programa estratégico de Poznan sobre transferencia de tecnologia.
La mejora del Servicio de Informacidén Tecnologica (TT:CLEAR) incluyd la puesta en
funcionamiento de un portal de tecnologia™ que contiene mas de 650 planes de accion
tecnolégica e ideas de proyectos extraidos de los informes sobre las evaluaciones de
las necesidades de tecnologia. El Programa FTFC siguid colaborando estrechamente
con el Programa de las Naciones Unidas para el Medio Ambiente, en su calidad de
anfitrion del Centro y Red de Tecnologia del Clima (CRTC), mediante la participacion
activa en las reuniones de la Junta Consultiva del CRTC y en los foros regionales de
las entidades nacionales designadas sobre la transferencia de tecnologia de las Partes
no incluidas en el anexo I.

52. El Programa FTFC organiz6 las reuniones 3* y 4* del Foro de Durban sobre el
Fomento de la Capacidad, actualizé las paginas del sitio web de la Convencién Marco
relativas al fomento de la capacidad, incluido el portal sobre fomento de la
capacidad”, y facilité la aplicacion de los marcos para el fomento de la capacidad en

Adaptacion

e) El flujo de la informacion relativa a las investigaciones sobre el clima (por
la ejemplo, las reuniones 6* y 7 del didlogo sobre la investigacion), la mejora de las
observaciones para apoyar la preparacion y la adaptacion (por ejemplo, el taller
conjunto con el Sistema Mundial de Observacién del Clima y el IPCC)* y la
presentacion a las Partes de las principales conclusiones del Quinto Informe de
Evaluacion del IPCC*.

54. El Programa apoyé las negociaciones celebradas al amparo del GPD sobre los
aspectos de la adaptacion y de las pérdidas y los dafios a largo plazo y de aqui a 2020
(por ejemplo, el proceso de las CPDN y una reunién de expertos técnicos sobre los
entornos urbanos celebrada durante la quinta parte del segundo periodo de sesiones
del GPD).

55. El Programa colabord6 con numerosas organizaciones multilaterales,
internacionales, regionales y nacionales y con varios programas y organizaciones de
investigacion regionales e internacionales en diversas esferas de trabajo.

Mecanismos para el Desarrollo Sostenible

56. El Programa MDS adoptd disposiciones para la celebracion de nueve reuniones
de la Junta Ejecutiva del MDL y 21 reuniones de sus grupos de expertos y grupos de
trabajo. El Programa organizo tres reuniones del Comité de Supervision de la
Aplicacién Conjunta (CSAC) y sus trabajos relativos al proceso de acreditacion de la
aplicacion conjunta. En los informes anuales” de estos dos érganos reguladores a la
CP/RP 10 se ponen de relieve una serie de cuestiones tratadas en las reuniones que
tuvieron lugar en 2014. En los informes anuales a la CP/RP 11 se destacaran las
cuestiones examinadas en las reuniones de 2015.

57. El trabajo relacionado con las evaluaciones de proyectos y entidades ha
disminuido, al tiempo que ha aumentado la carga de trabajo en las esferas del
desarrollo de bases de referencia normalizadas y la mejora de las metodologias®’.

58. Las actividades centradas en la interaccidon con otras organizaciones
intergubernamentales, incluido el trabajo de los centros de colaboracion regional
(CCR), que apoyan el programa de préstamos del MDL y prestan servicios a los
6rganos a nivel de las Partes, contribuyeron a lograr, entre otras cosas™: la
consideracion del MDL como el mecanismo de mercado para el sector de la aviacion;
un mayor uso de las metodologias del MDL (en el sector de la energia) y apoyo
financiero directo a proyectos del MDL en peligro de quedar abandonados mediante la
cooperacion continua con el Banco Mundial en el contexto del servicio piloto de
subastas y de la Iniciativa del Carbono para el Desarrollo; y el apoyo a la
armonizacion de las metodologias para la cuantificacion de los GEI y la promocion
del uso del MDL mediante la participacion en el Grupo de Trabajo de las Instituciones
Financieras Internacionales.

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59. Los CCR siguen concentrandose en el apoyo a proyectos y programas de
actividades que han dado lugar a 144 actividades en curso en el ciclo de proyectos; la
seleccion de 43 posibles proyectos nuevos; el apoyo a 90 bases de referencia
normalizadas, que ha generado 13 presentaciones; la elaboracion de la politica del
MDL para mejorar el mecanismo; la prestacion de apoyo a la financiacion basada en
los resultados y el fomento de la capacidad regional/local, incluidos 26 eventos
técnicos (talleres, mesas redondas, y sesiones de instruccion y de capacitacion) y dos
foros mundiales de los CCR.

60. EIl Programa organizd 12 intervenciones de partes interesadas, que incluyeron el
futuro de la mesa redonda del MDL; el Foro de las Autoridades Nacionales
Designadas; talleres y actividades de capacitacion regionales en Africa, América
Latina y el Caribe, y Asia y el Pacifico; los foros del carbono en Africa y América
Latina; un didlogo ministerial en 2015, que dio lugar al “Llamamiento de Marrakech
para la Accion Climatica”, en que se alentd a las Partes a que utilizaran el MDL para
colmar la brecha de aqui a 2020 y aumentar sus ambiciones en materia de mitigacion,
y el suministro de financiacion basada en los resultados. Ademas, se organizaron siete
reuniones en linea de las entidades operacionales designadas, para el fomento de la
capacidad y la consulta y como parte del grupo de tareas sobre las pruebas para la
cualificacion del personal de las entidades operacionales designadas, exigida en la
norma sobre la acreditacion.

61. El trabajo relativo al aumento de la demanda de reducciones certificadas de las
emisiones (RCE) y del uso del MDL, mediante la facilitacion de la aceptacion de
RCE, 1) para el cumplimiento y 2) para fines voluntarios, comprendié el
establecimiento, en el segundo semestre de 2014, de una pagina web que proporciona
informacion sobre las cancelaciones voluntarias, y la comunicaciéon de informacion
sobre esas cancelaciones en el registro del MDL. En la primera mitad de 2015 se
efectuaron, en total, poco mas de 1,3 millones de cancelaciones de RCE.

Asuntos Juridicos

62. En el periodo del que se informa, el Programa de Asuntos Juridicos (AJ) prestd
asesoramiento juridico autorizado y oportuno y servicios eficaces a los organos
rectores, subsidiarios y constituidos de la Convencion y su Protocolo de Kyoto, asi
como a su Secretaria Ejecutiva, los programas de la secretaria y las Partes.

63. El proceso intergubernamental fue una de las principales esferas de trabajo del
Programa AJ en los primeros 18 meses del bienio. El Programa presté6 apoyo y
asesoramiento juridico sobre aspectos sustantivos y de procedimiento del trabajo de la
CP, la CP/RP, el OSE, el OSACT y el GPD, ademés del apoyo directo al examen de
diversos temas de sus respectivos programas. Un aspecto al que se dedico particular
atencion fue el apoyo sustantivo a las negociaciones para el acuerdo de 2015. El
Programa AJ apoyo la elaboracion de la decision aprobada en la CP 20, que incluyd
los elementos del proyecto de texto de negociacion, asi como del texto de Ginebra y el
texto simplificado y consolidado que dimané de la novena parte del segundo periodo
de sesiones del GPD. El Programa coordind los esfuerzos de la secretaria por
comunicar prontamente el texto de Ginebra, de conformidad con los requisitos
juridicos y de procedimiento pertinentes y con la practica establecida.

64. El Programa AJ contribuyd a la puesta en marcha del Mecanismo Internacional
de Varsovia. Siguidé prestando apoyo y asesoramiento juridico al Comité de
Adaptacion, el CPF, el CET, la Junta Ejecutiva del MDL y el CSAC. También presto
asistencia a la secretaria independiente del Fondo Verde para el Clima en su labor de
respaldar a la Junta de dicho Fondo. Ademas, el Programa AJ prest6 apoyo y
asesoramiento juridico respecto del cumplimiento de los requisitos de presentacion de
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informes y examen en virtud de la Convencion y de su Protocolo de Kyoto, incluido el
proceso de evaluacion multilateral iniciado en el OSE 42. Ademads, presto
asesoramiento en los preparativos de la evaluacion del cumplimiento para el primer
periodo de compromiso del Protocolo de Kyoto.

65. Como parte de la labor encaminada a verificar que las actividades de la
secretaria sean acordes con los reglamentos y normas de las Naciones Unidas y con las
decisiones pertinentes de la CP y la CP/RP, el Programa AJ prestd apoyo en la
negociacion y concertacion de instrumentos juridicos para las reuniones y los talleres
de la Convencion Marco celebrados fuera de la sede de la secretaria, asi como en los
arreglos de las asociaciones publico-privadas para apoyar las actividades de la
secretaria. E1 Programa AJ prestd asistencia en las negociaciones que culminaron en la
firma del acuerdo de pais anfitriéon con el Gobierno del Peru, para la CP 20 y la
CP/RP 10, y con el Gobierno de Francia, para la CP 21 y la CP/RP 11. En
colaboracion con otros colegas de la secretaria, el Programa apoy6 la negociacion y
concertacion de los arreglos contractuales relativos a una herramienta de adquisicion
en linea para la cancelacion voluntaria de RCE. También prestd asesoramiento juridico
al Comité Mixto Local de Contratos y la Junta Local de Fiscalizacion de Bienes de la
Convencion Marco y la Convencion de las Naciones Unidas de Lucha contra la
Desertificacion.

66. Ademas de salvaguardar los intereses de la secretaria y del proceso de la
Convencion Marco, el Programa AJ se coordind estrechamente con otras
organizaciones de las Naciones Unidas en Bonn en sus conversaciones con los paises
anfitriones sobre la aplicacion de sus respectivos acuerdos de sede.

67. Atendiendo a la solicitud de la CP/RP de que la secretaria adoptara todas las
medidas necesarias para facilitar la aplicacion de la decision 1/CMP.8, el Programa AJ
prestd asesoramiento a las Partes sobre la ratificacion de la Enmienda de Doha y
colabord con la Seccion de Tratados de la Oficina de Asuntos Juridicos y con la
Divisién de Derecho Ambiental y Convenios sobre el Medio Ambiente del Programa
de las Naciones Unidas para el Medio Ambiente a fin de promover la entrada en vigor
de la Enmienda de Doha.

68. El Programa AJ prestd apoyo técnico, administrativo y logistico al Comité de
Cumplimiento durante las nueve reuniones del pleno y de los grupos de facilitacion y
de control del cumplimiento que se celebraron en el periodo del que se informa,
organizando dos secciones introductorias y un segundo taller conjunto con
examinadores principales de los inventarios durante ese periodo.

Servicios de Asuntos de Conferencias

69. El Programa de Servicios de Asuntos de Conferencias (SAC) proporciona toda la
gama de instalaciones y servicios de conferencias que esperan las Partes.

70. Este fue un periodo de enorme trabajo para el Programa SAC. Se ocupd de los
arreglos logisticos para un total de seis conferencias de la Convencidén Marco, incluido
un periodo de sesiones de la CP y la CP/RP, el evento anual mas largo del calendario
de las Naciones Unidas. Las disposiciones adoptadas se relacionaron con la seguridad,
la inscripcion y la participacion de las Partes y las organizaciones observadoras, la
tramitacion de 1.382 solicitudes de apoyo financiero para los representantes de las
Partes que reunian las condiciones para ello, y la edicion y el procesamiento de los
documentos. El Programa SAC apoy6 también 127 reuniones de 6rganos constituidos
y talleres celebrados en Bonn y en el extranjero. En el periodo del que se informa se
avanzd considerablemente en los preparativos para los periodos de sesiones del
segundo semestre de 2015.
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71. El Programa SAC eclevo la participacion de observadores con respecto al nivel
registrado en afios anteriores. Evalud 361 solitudes de organizaciones que deseaban
ser admitidas como observadoras en la CP 20 y la CP 21, y facilitoé la participacion de
observadores en las reuniones y la posibilidad de que los observadores tuvieran
121 intervenciones y presentaran 180 comunicaciones. El Programa recibi6 y tramitd
882 solitudes de autorizacion para eventos paralelos y 311 para exposiciones. En
comparacion con los periodos comprendidos en informes anteriores, el Programa SAC
aumento la participacion activa de observadores y Partes al facilitar la celebracion
de 229 exposiciones de 278 Partes y observadores y de la secretaria, y de 383 eventos
paralelos de 717 Partes y observadores y de la secretaria. También mantuvo la
comunicacion con los interesados sobre las formas de participar en el proceso de la
Convencion, lo que supuso el intercambio de unos 80.000 correos electronicos,
incluida la correspondencia sobre las mencionadas formas de participacion.

72. El Programa SAC aplicé medidas de eficiencia adicionales a las comunicadas en
informes anteriores, como la puesta en marcha de un sistema de admision en linea
para solicitar la condiciéon de observador®, la modernizacion del sistema de registro en
linea de las Partes y los observadores®’ y la creacion de plataformas de intercambio de
informacion virtual para las Partes y los observadores”®. Se mejoraron las paginas web
que contienen informacion sobre las formas en que los observadores pueden participar
en el proceso de la Convencién Marco, dandoles una estructura mas clara e incluyendo
mas informacion®.

73. Atendiendo a la recomendacion de la Oficina de Servicios de Supervision Interna
(OSSI) de las Naciones Unidas de que se creara un mecanismo para recabar la opinion
de los clientes, el Programa SAC pidi6 a las Partes y las organizaciones observadoras
inscritas para asistir a la CP 20 y la CP/RP 10 que participaran en una encuesta en
linea sobre la calidad de los servicios de conferencias. Mas del 93% de los
encuestados calificd la calidad de “buena” o “muy buena”. Ademadas, en respuesta
también a una recomendacion de la OSSI, el Programa publicé un manual sobre la
organizacion de las CP, como instrumento de referencia fundamental para los futuros
anfitriones.

74. El Programa SAC procesd un total de 575 documentos oficiales en el periodo del
que se informa. De los 61 documentos anteriores a los periodos de sesiones que se
tradujeron, el 57% se presentaron para la publicacion dentro del plazo fijado. Los
retrasos que se produjeron se debieron en gran medida a las fechas de recepcion de las
comunicaciones o a las fechas de celebracion de las reuniones a las que se referian los
documentos. La eficiencia de la preparacion y publicacion de los documentos se
mejor6 mediante el despliegue en un sistema electronico de gestion de la
documentacion.

75. Las medidas de ahorro de papel, como el uso de una version solo electronica del
Programa Diario de las conferencias y la practica de limitar la impresion a los
ejemplares solicitados, que ya se aplican habitualmente en los periodos de sesiones,
permitieron reducir en un 82% el consumo de papel en la CP 20 y la CP/RP 10. El
Programa SAC efectu6 una revision a fondo del Programa Diario, que en el segundo
semestre del 2015 se distribuird en una forma nueva y compacta.

76. El Programa SAC mejord la accesibilidad, en el sitio web de la Convencion
Marco, de las versiones electronicas de los proyectos de texto de negociacion; estas se

Comunicaciones y Extension

77. El proposito general del Programa de Comunicaciones y Extension (CE) es
gestionar las comunicaciones externas, la informacion publica en linea y las relaciones
con los medios de comunicacion y los servicios correspondientes, incluidos los
servicios internos de gestion de los conocimientos. Estas funciones se realizan para
apoyar los procesos de la Convencién y de su Protocolo de Kyoto, asi como la
aplicacion de las decisiones de la CP, a fin de generar el mayor efecto posible
promoviendo medidas y politicas positivas para hacer frente al cambio climatico.

78. En el periodo del que se informa, el Programa lanzé el sitio de Noticias en tres
de los seis idiomas oficiales de las Naciones Unidas: espafiol, francés e inglés. Este
sitio web ilustra claramente los éxitos de la Convencién y la oleada de medidas
relacionadas con el clima que estan adoptado los gobiernos, las empresas y la sociedad
civil. Sobre la base de este logro, se puso en marcha un gran proyecto encaminado a
regenerar toda la presencia en linea de la Convencion Marco, al objeto de preservar y
mejorar la experiencia para los usuarios actuales y para el publico cada vez mayor que
desea comenzar a adoptar medidas con respecto al clima sin mas demora.

79. Durante el periodo del que se informa, 2.037.065 wusuarios visitaron un
total de 10.086.493 paginas. La aplicacion de la Convenciéon Marco para iPhone/iPad
—Negotiator— se descargd y actualizé unas 10.000 veces. El canal de YouTube de la
secretaria tuvo 336.286 visitas y cuenta actualmente con 2.274 suscriptores; y la
cuenta Flickr contiene ahora 2.012 fotografias de conferencias y de las actividades de
extension de la Secretaria Ejecutiva, y fue visitada mas de 500.000 veces. La pagina
de la secretaria en Google+ tiene actualmente 7.800 seguidores y fue visitada mas
de 650.000 veces.

80. EIl Programa publicé cuatro numeros del boletin electrénico de la secretaria en
espafiol e inglés. La version en inglés tiene aproximadamente 15.000 suscriptores, y la
version en espafiol, alrededor de 6.000.

81. Durante el periodo del que se informa, el Programa CE public6 mas
de 2.500 mensajes en Twitter y 620 mensajes en la pagina de Facebook de la
Convencion Marco. La cuenta de Twitter de la secretaria superd el hito de
los 190.000 mensajes, y su cuenta de Facebook llegd a 117.000 fans.

82. EIl Programa prosiguid su aplicacion de la iniciativa Impulso para el Cambio
como un medio de reconocimiento de las soluciones positivas para el clima. En 2014,
la convocatoria de candidaturas estuvo abierta del 31 de marzo al 27 de mayo. La
secretaria recibid 143 candidaturas, de las cuales admitido 107. Finalmente 12 de ellas
fueron seleccionadas como Actividades Faro.

83. EIl Programa proporciond servicios de transmision web a las reuniones del
CSAC (2), la Junta Ejecutiva del MDL (7), el Comité de Adaptacion (3), el Comité
de Cumplimiento (5), el CET (4), el CPF (5), el GPD (6), los 6rganos subsidiarios (3)
y la CP y CP/RP (1), contribuyendo asi a la transparencia en el proceso
intergubernamental. En el periodo del que se informa vieron esas trasmisiones web
mas de 200.000 visitantes del sitio web de la Convencién Marco.

84. El Programa sigui6 colaborando estrechamente con los medios de comunicacioén
y facilité 424 solicitudes de informacion y 119 solicitudes de entrevistas en los
medios, preparé 67 comunicados de prensa, 35 alertas a los medios, 11 notas para los
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medios, 54 discursos/declaraciones por video y 114 editoriales o articulos de opinion,
y acreditd a 1.361 representantes de los medios en reuniones oficiales.

85. El Programa CE sigue canalizando las comunicaciones internas de la secretaria a
través de sus servicios de Intranet, compartiendo informaciéon y noticias con el
personal por medio del boletin interno de la secretaria y promoviendo asi un clima de
colaboracion y dedicacion en toda la secretaria. En el periodo del que se informa,
los 11 numeros del boletin recibieron un total de 139.000 visitas de paginas. Se
elabor6 una taxonomia para toda la secretaria, que se aplic6 a los documentos oficiales
colocados en el sitio web publico para facilitar la organizacion y la recuperacion.

Servicios de Tecnologia de la Informacion

86. El Programa STI proporciona tecnologia de la informaciéon y de las
comunicaciones para apoyar a la secretaria en el cumplimiento de su mandato y presta
el apoyo de TIC necesario para facilitar las negociaciones intergubernamentales sobre
el cambio climatico y el trabajo de los organos establecido en el marco de la
Convencidn y de su Protocolo de Kyoto.

87. En los primeros 18 meses del bienio 2014-2015, el Programa STI presté apoyo
de TIC a las negociaciones y los oOrganos intergubernamentales sobre el cambio
climatico, lo que incluy6é 1 periodo de sesiones de la CP y la CP/RP en Lima,
3 periodos de sesiones del OSE y el OSACT, respectivamente, 6 periodos de sesiones
del GPD; 9 reuniones de la Junta Ejecutiva del MDL y 21 reuniones de sus grupos de
expertos y grupos de trabajo, 3 reuniones del CSAC y su labor relacionada con el
proceso de acreditacion para la aplicacion conjunta; y mas de 100 talleres y reuniones
mas pequefias con participacion virtual.

88. En el periodo del que se informa, el Programa STI puso en marcha un nuevo
sistema operativo y de correo electronico, aplicdé medidas de seguridad de la TIC y
prosiguié la consolidacion de los sistemas de informacidon en un centro de datos
comercial para lograr la optimizacion y una mayor eficiencia.

89. Como parte de los esfuerzos de transformacidn iniciados a finales de 2014, el
Programa STI elaboré una estrategia trienal de TIC y reforzdé sus estructuras y
procesos de gobernanza para poder supervisar la prestacion de servicios de TIC en
toda la secretaria. Ademas, se establecié un enfoque mas detallado de la gestion de la
cartera de TIC a fin de lograr una prestacion de servicios mas eficiente y la
presentacion regular de informes al respecto.

90. En su funcion de administrador del DIT, el Programa completé una importante
renovacion del sistema del DIT, incluida la infraestructura de aplicaciones y del
sistema de base de datos, ademas de la puesta en practica de la nueva herramienta para
la presentacion de informacion con el formulario electronico estandar y de cambios en
el sistema del DIT con miras al segundo periodo de compromiso del Protocolo
de Kyoto.

91. Del 1 de enero de 2014 al 30 de junio de 2015, el personal de desarrollo del
Programa STI contribuy6 a la creacidon o la mejora de mas de 50 proyectos diferentes
de TIC, incluida la aplicacion de las Directrices del IPCC de 2006 para los inventarios
nacionales de gases de efecto invernadero, lo que generd capacidades nuevas o
actualizo las ya existentes para la secretaria y las partes interesadas. En este periodo,
el Programa entregd, entre otras cosas:

a)  Sistemas previstos en el mandato: el portal para la comunicaciéon de las
CPDN, el sistema CRF Reporter para presentar la informacidén de los inventarios de
GEI, la base de datos de recopilacion y contabilidad, la interfaz de datos sobre GEI,
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los sistemas de informacion del MDL y la aplicacion conjunta, el registro del MDL, el
registro de las MMAP, el formulario comun tabular para los informes bienales, la sala
de equipo virtual de los informes bienales, la lista de expertos y la evaluacion
multilateral;

b) Sistemas en apoyo de las necesidades de las Partes: el portal de
presentacion de informacion de la Convencion Marco; la Central de los PNAD; el
Portal de Financiacion para el Cambio Climatico; el portal de fomento de la
capacidad; TT:CLEAR; y la herramienta referente a los beneficios secundarios
relacionados con el desarrollo sostenible;

c¢) Sistemas de facilitacion del trabajo: el Sistema de Archivo de Documentos
electronico; la nueva herramienta presupuestaria; el sitio del catdlogo de decisiones
del personal directivo; la base de datos de planificacion de la lista de tareas del
personal; el sistema de contabilidad del tiempo; los sistemas de planificacion y
ejecucion de conferencias: el sistema de inscripcion en linea, el sistema de solicitud de
autorizacion de eventos especiales en linea y el sistema de admision de organizaciones
observadoras; y los sistemas de comunicaciones y de extension para las iniciativas
Galvanizacion, Impulso para el Cambio e Interaccion.

92. Ademas, se ha enriquecido técnicamente la plataforma de colaboracion de la
secretaria (basada en el software de Microsoft SharePoint and Dynamics, un sistema
de gestion de la relacion con el cliente), que se utiliza interna y externamente como
plataforma para las aplicaciones previstas en el mandato. El Programa STI ha
mejorado también su capacidad de aprovechar y apoyar esta plataforma.

Servicios Administrativos

93. El Programa SA proporciona servicios centrales de gestion de los recursos
humanos y financieros de la secretaria y de elaboracion de politicas y directrices
financieras y administrativas, y gestiona las adquisiciones, los locales, Ilas
instalaciones y los arreglos de viajes.

94. El Programa SA facilit6 la primera auditoria basada en las Normas
Internacionales de Contabilidad del Sector Publico, realizada por la Junta de Auditores
de las Naciones Unidas. La auditoria de los estados financieros del ejercicio que
finaliz6 el 31 de diciembre de 2014 indicd que se habia generado el primer conjunto
de estados financieros conformes con las Normas Internacionales de Contabilidad del
Sector Publico, y que la tasa de aplicacion de las conclusiones de las auditorias
anteriores habia sido del 83%:; la Junta formulo solo tres recomendaciones de auditoria
nuevas. El Programa sigui6é facilitando la movilizacion, asignacion y utilizacion
prudente de los recursos financieros. También presté apoyo a la Secretaria Ejecutiva
en la preparacion y presentacion de una propuesta de presupuesto para el
bienio 2016-2017.

95. El Programa SA adopté nuevas medidas para mejorar el equilibrio y la
competencia de la plantilla de personal, como la aplicacidon de procesos y técnicas de
seleccion mas rigurosos. Al 30 de junio de 2015 se habia tramitado un total
de 88 contrataciones, 52 para puestos del Cuadro Organico y 36 para puestos de
Servicios Generales. El Programa elabor6 y aplicd un procedimiento de reclamaciones
interno, una iniciativa de dignidad en el trabajo y un marco de promocién de las
perspectivas de carrera para mejorar la productividad, la salud en el lugar de trabajo y
el desarrollo profesional del personal.

generado un entorno de trabajo aun mas productivo, y el personal estd en mejores
condiciones de hacer una contribucion eficaz al desempefio global de la organizacion.

96. El Programa SA puso en practica un nuevo proceso de gestion del desempefio en
toda la secretaria, para vincular mas eficazmente la actuaciéon individual con los
objetivos de la organizacidon, y prestd mas atencion a la gestion basada en los
resultados, la rendicion de cuentas de la administracion y la transparencia.

97. En el periodo del que se informa, el Programa tramité los arreglos de viaje de un
total de 4.437 participantes designados para asistir a los periodos de sesiones de la CP,
la CP/RP, los 6rganos subsidiarios y el GPD, asi como a otros 168 eventos oficiales de
la Convencidén Marco. De esos arreglos de viajes, el 86% culmind con la asistencia a
las reuniones correspondientes; los casos en que los interesados no llegaron a asistir se
debieron a conflictos con otros compromisos personales o profesionales, a problemas
de salud o de visado, o a vuelos perdidos. El Programa facilité también el desembolso
de apoyo financiero a los participantes en el proceso de negociacién que reunian los
requisitos para ello. En una encuesta realizada durante y después de los periodos de
sesiones de junio de 2014, el 89% de los participantes califico los servicios prestados
por el Programa SA de “buenos” o “muy buenos”.

98. Las adquisiciones de bienes y contrataciones de servicios del Programa SA se
efectuaron de manera competitiva y eficaz en relacidon con el costo. En el periodo del
que se informa, el Programa tramitdé 1.066 adquisiciones, por un total
de 26.617.385 dolares, de las cuales mas de dos tercios se realizaron en el marco de
contratos a largo plazo. Por término medio se recibieron ocho respuestas a cada nueva
licitacion, y las ofertas seleccionadas fueron, en promedio, un 43% mas baratas que
las ofertas mas altas recibidas. Mas del 98% de las adquisiciones se tramitaron dentro
de los plazos establecidos.

99. En 2018, el Gobierno anfitrién tiene previsto reunificar toda la secretaria en el
Campus de las Naciones Unidas en Bonn mediante la construccion de un nuevo
edificio. El Programa SA coordiné la contribucion de la secretaria al disefio del nuevo
edificio y negocié también las condiciones para el uso del centro de conferencias
contiguo que se termind de construir en mayo de 2015. El Programa dirige asimismo
los esfuerzos de la secretaria por lograr la neutralidad climatica en sus operaciones
mediante la medicion y notificacion de sus emisiones de GEI, la introduccion de
medidas de reduccién y la compensacion del saldo restante con la adquisicion y
cancelacion de RCE.

1. Table 12 shows the number of approved posts and filled posts by grade and source of
funding. As at 30 June 2015, of the 558.5 approved posts, 462 had been filled. Three of these
posts were 50 per cent posts (half-time posts) and one full-time post had been filled with part-
time staff working only 50 per cent of the time, thus increasing the actual number of staff to 464.
In addition, 19 Professional and 18 General Service level staff members had been hired under
temporary assistance contracts, bringing the total number of staff at the secretariat to 502.
