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biennial update reports (BURs) under the SBI.5 The ICA process aims to increase the 

transparency of mitigation actions by developing country Parties and their effects through 

analysis by technical experts in consultation with the Party concerned and through a 

facilitative sharing of views (FSV).  

5. The FSV draws on the technical analysis of the BURs submitted by Parties not 

included in Annex I to the Convention (non-Annex I Parties) as well as on the summary 

report on the technical analysis. The summary report, incorporating comments from the 

Party, is finalized in consultation with the Party concerned and presented to the SBI.  

6. Following the modalities and guidelines referred to in paragraph 4 above, the first 

FSV will be convened during SBI 44 for non-Annex I Parties that have submitted a BUR 

and for which a summary report has been finalized by 29 February 2016.6 It will take the 

form of a workshop open to all Parties. Other interested Parties will be allowed to submit 

written questions in advance. The Chair will provide information on the organization of the 

workshop.7  

 

(d) Other mandated events 

Technical examination processes 

7. COP 21 decided to strengthen, in the period 2016–2020, the existing technical 

examination process on mitigation as defined in decisions 1/CP.19, paragraph 5(a), and 

1/CP.20, paragraph 19, taking into account the latest scientific knowledge.8  

8. It also decided to launch in the same period a technical examination process on 

adaptation, which will endeavour to identify concrete opportunities for strengthening 

resilience, reducing vulnerabilities and increasing the understanding and implementation of 

adaptation actions.9 Parties and observer organizations were invited by the COP to submit 

information by 3 February 2016 on these opportunities.10, 11 The technical examination 

process on adaptation will take into account the process, modalities, output, outcomes and 

lessons learned from the technical examination process on mitigation.12  

9. As decided at COP 21, these processes will be organized jointly by the SBI and the 

Subsidiary Body for Scientific and Technological Advice (SBSTA),13 with the Adaptation 

Committee conducting the technical examination process on adaptation. COP 21 requested 

the secretariat to organize and support these processes, including by organizing regular 

technical expert meetings on mitigation and adaptation.14, 15 
Such meetings will be convened

established to promote the comparability of efforts of all developed countries with regard to 

their quantified economy-wide emission limitation and reduction targets. Under this 

process, the secretariat prepares a record for each Party that includes in-depth review 

reports, the summary report of the SBI, questions submitted by Parties and responses 

provided, and any other observations submitted by the Party under review within two 

months of the relevant working group session of the SBI. The SBI forwards conclusions 

based on such records to relevant bodies under the Convention, as appropriate.23 

20. Multilateral assessment (MA) working group sessions were convened during SBI 

41, 42 and 43 to multilaterally assess the progress made by the 43 Parties under review in 

meeting their targets, with the first round of the IAR process being completed at SBI 43. 

The records for those Parties are available on the UNFCCC website;24 their MA summary 

reports are annexed to the relevant SBI reports.25 

21. The consideration of the outcome of the first round of IAR was initiated at SBI 42. 

SBI 43 agreed that the consideration of this matter would continue at SBI 44. 

22. Action: The SBI will be invited to complete its consideration of the outcome of the 

first round of IAR and to forward conclusions on this matter for consideration and adoption 

at COP 22, as appropriate.

reporting guidelines on NCs.28

The ICA 

process includes a technical analysis of BURs by a team of experts and results in a 

summary report for each BUR submitted. The summary reports are made available on the 

UNFCCC website33 and presented to the SBI.34 SBI 43 took note of the four summary 

reports that had been finalized as at that time.35 

33. Four technical analysis rounds covering 20 BURs will have been conducted by 30 

April 2016. Three rounds were organized in 2015, covering 14 BURs. A fourth round was 

held from 29 February to 4 March 2016 for BURs submitted between 18 September and 18 

December 2015.

37. Background: At its first session, the Conference of the Parties serving as the meeting 

of the Parties to the Kyoto Protocol (CMP) adopted the modalities and procedures for the 

clean development mechanism (CDM).37 SBI 39 initiated the consideration of possible 

changes to the CDM modalities and procedures.38 SBI 43 agreed that the consideration 

would continue at SBI 44 taking into account the priorities of Parties with regard to this 

matter.39 

38. Action: The SBI will be invited to conclude its work on this matter and to prepare a 

draft decision for consideration and adoption at CMP 12.

The LEG is also mandated to develop 

a two-year rolling programme of work for consideration by the SBI at its first sessional 

meeting of each year and to report on its work to the SBI at each of its sessions.51 The LEG

48. Background: SBI 42 initiated its consideration of options for enhancing reporting 

related to the process to formulate and implement national adaptation plans (NAPs) and 

agreed that the consideration of this matter would continue at SBI 44.53 

49. COP 17 and 18 invited Parties, relevant bodies under the Convention and relevant 

organizations to provide, through various channels, information related to the process to 

formulate and implement NAPs.54 In accordance with a mandate from COP 20,55 options 

for enhancing reporting related to the process to formulate and implement NAPs were 

considered as part of a workshop on experiences, good practices, lessons learned, gaps and 

needs in the process to formulate and implement NAPs, which was organized by the LEG 

and the Adaptation Committee in April 2015.56 

50. COP 21 requested the LEG and the Adaptation Committee to consider how they can 

provide more information on accessing funding from the Green Climate Fund for the 

process to formulate and implement NAPs and to include such information, as appropriate, 

in their reports.57

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13. Impact of the implementation of response measures

requested at COP 21.73 These subsidiary bodies may constitute ad hoc technical expert 

groups, as appropriate, to elaborate on the technical work under the improved forum.74

November 2016, and invited Parties to undertake consultations on hosting COP 23/CMP 13 

and COP 24/CMP 14.83 

87. SBI 42 welcomed the views expressed by Parties on the frequency and organization 

of sessions of the COP, the CMP and their subsidiary bodies and recognized the need to 

take into account the important role of implementation after 2015 as well as the 

implications of any change in the frequency and organization of sessions for post-2015 

work programmes and mandates. The secretariat will provide information on a 10-year 

calendar for the organization of the intergovernmental process, including any budgetary 

considerations and implications.84 

88. SBI 42 also welcomed the views expressed by Parties on adjusting the timing of the 

election of the President. It agreed that the issue of the frequency and organization of 

sessions and the issue of adjusting the timing of the election of the President would be 

further considered at SBI 44.85 

89. As requested at SBI 40, the secretariat will provide a report on the implementation 

of the conclusions adopted at SBI 34 on various ways to engage observer organizations in 

the intergovernmental process.86

17. Administrative, financial and institutional matters 

(a) Financial and budgetary matters 

91. Background: A report on the status of indicative contributions from Parties as at 29 

April 2016 to the Trust Fund for the Core Budget of the UNFCCC and the Trust Fund for 

the International Transaction Log and of voluntary contributions made to all of the trust 

funds of the UNFCCC will be prepared for consideration at the session, in keeping with the 

financial procedures that require the Executive Secretary to inform Parties of the status of 

their contributions at least twice a year. 

92. COP 15 decided that the position of Executive Secretary may be upgraded from 

Assistant Secretary-General to Under-Secretary-General (USG) following the independent 

review of the secretariat by the Secretary-General of the United Nations.87 In February 

2016, the Secretary-General proposed to the Bureau of the COP that the level of the post of 

Executive Secretary be raised to USG and that the new Executive Secretary be recruited at 

that level.88 At its meeting held on 11 February 2016, the COP 21/CMP 11 Bureau 

welcomed and endorsed the proposal of the Secretary-General. The SBI will be invited to 

recommend to COP 22 that it reflect this change, with a corresponding change in the level 

of the post of Deputy Executive Secretary, in a revised staffing table for the biennium 

2016–2017, within the programme budget approved for this biennium. 

93. As requested at SBI 42, the secretariat will provide an overview of structures and 

bodies within the United Nations system that may inform Parties in making the budget 

process more efficient and transparent.89 

94. The Executive Secretary will report, as necessary, on the implementation of the 

matters related to conference services expenses raised at COP 21.90 

95. Action: The SBI will be invited to consider the information presented in the 

documents prepared for the session and any additional relevant oral information provided 

by the Executive Secretary and to make recommendations, as appropriate.
