1. Table 12 shows the number of approved posts and filled posts by grade and source
of funding. As at 30 June 2017, of the 437 approved posts, 377.5 had been filled. One of
these was a 50 per cent post (half-time post) and 10 were 80 per cent posts, thus increasing
the actual number of staff to 380. In addition, 14 Professional and 13 General Service level
staff members had been hired under temporary assistance contracts, and four Junior
Professional officers were on board, bringing the total number of staff at the secretariat to
411.

2. Table 13 provides information on the geographical distribution of the staff appointed
at the Professional level and above. As at 30 June 2017, Western European and other States
accounted for the highest percentage (43.6 per cent) of staff appointed at the Professional
level and above, whereas African States accounted for the lowest (7.9 per cent).

3. The secretariat has continued its efforts in relation to achieving a good geographical
distribution and gender balance among staff at the Professional level and above. Vacancy
announcements are placed in many regional and global media, covering as many Parties not
included in Annex | to the Convention (non-Annex | Parties) as possible.
