Information desk - UNFCCC

The Information desk provides general
information about the Conference, such as
schedules, changes in the programme, location
of meetings, offices, etc., and also accepts
messages to be forwarded to delegations
through their respective pigeon-holes located at
the documents distribution counter.

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Internet video broadcasts
