I would like to remind You that in accordance with the documents
FCCC/CP/2001/CRP.10 and FCCC/CP/2001/L.11/Rev.1 of the resumed sixth session of the
Conference of the Parties to the UN Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC) in
Bonn in July 2001 Russia has reserved the possibility to change values proposed for it’s data
concerning the volumes of accounting of greenhouse gases sinks under provisions of Articles 3.3
and 3.4 of the Kyoto Protocol to the UNFCCC which had not been a subject to the preliminary
negotiations and had been fixed in paragraph 10 and in appendix to the paragraph 11 of the
document FCCC/CP/2001/L.11/Rev.1 as well in the paragraph 6 (b) and in appendix Z to the
paragraph 6 (c¢) of the document FCCC/CP/2001/L.7.

Based on the above mentioned documents I am forwarding to You quantitative values
on accounting sinks under the provisions of Articles 3.3 and 3.4 of the Kyoto Protocol, which
were derived by Russian experts, and I would highly appreciate it if You could ensure the correct
reproduction of the text and its dissemination as a miscellaneous document (MISC) in Russian
and English (draft documents are attached). The Russian Federation is ready to submit a relevant
draft decision on this matter at the forthcoming seventh Conference of the Parties to the
UNFCCC in Marrakech.

Taking into account that submitted by the Russian Federation specific data on quantitative values
of sinks for compensation of greenhouse gases emissions under provisions of Article 3.3 and
accounting sinks under provisions of Article 3.4 of the Kyoto Protocol have been derived by
Russian experts based on country-specific data and with consideration provisions in paragraphs
10 to 12 and footnotes 5 and 6 at page 8 of the document FCCC/CP/2001/L.11/Rev.1;

Requests Parties to adopt quantitative values for the Russian Federation as followes:

1. The value of 9.0 megatons of carbon per year (Mt C/year) instead of the value 8.2 Mt C/year,
given in brackets of the document FCCC/CP/2001/L.11/Rev.1, page 8, paragraph 10);

2. The value of 33.0 Mt C/year instead of the value 17.63 given in the table of the appendix to
the document FCCC/CP/2001/L.11/Rev.1, page 10, as well,
