Schedule of meetings and updated information  

 

May–June 2021 Climate Change Conference 

Sessions of the Subsidiary Bodies 

 
I refer to the notifications to Parties and observer States, United Nations Secretariat units and 

bodies, other United Nations organizations and specialized agencies and admitted intergovernmental and 

non-governmental organizations regarding the 2021 session of the Subsidiary Body for Scientific and 

Technological Advice (May–June) and the 2021 session of the Subsidiary Body for Implementation 

(May–June) which will be held virtually over a three-week period, from 31 May to 17 June 2021. 

 

As indicated in the notifications, scenario notes to further elaborate the modalities for the 

organization of work in the respective bodies were to be prepared by the presiding officers and made 

available in advance of the start of the sessions, in addition to detailed and expanded information on the 

calendar of meetings.
