Information on minimization of adverse impacts

Within a framework of the official development assistance program (ODA), Kazakhstan has a system for providing financial, technical and other support to developing countries based on good international practices and the Kazakhstan’s national circumstances.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The law on ODA is signed by President Nazarbayev (December 10, 2014). Currently Kazakhstan is planning to develop a national aid system; establishing a dedicated agency KazAID is also planned. 
For the past 10 years, within the framework of international agreements, Kazakhstan allocated over USD 100 million to various countries (Afghanistan, Tadjikistan, Kirgizstan). This is related to the seasonal shared use of water from rivers Amu-Daria and Sir-Daria and falls under Water Code by Republic of Kazakhstan (9 July 2003 number 481 and the Agreement with Republic of Kirgizstan about the shared use of water engineering constructions number 47, signed 12 June 2001). Kazakhstan’s support comes in form of aid for energy supplies (including electricity and fuels as well as an aid to buy natural gas). In addition, Kazakhstan provides funds and participates as collaborator in projects for sustainable development of the territories along its borders and the lands that are covered by collaborative agreements. Kazakhstan also provides humanitarian support to Tajikistan (a total of KZT503.4 million).  
Kazakhstan repeatedly provided funds for the social needs to Afghanistan. These funds were spent on construction of a school in the province of Samangan (USD 160,000), hospitals in the province of Bamyan (USD 570,000), and repair of the asphalt road Kunduz-Talukan (USD 1 million 650,000). Also, Afghanistan is supplied about 20.15 thousand tons of food (total cost USD 17 million dollars).
According to the UN classification, Kazakhstan is recognized as a donor country, and introduction of the ODA system will help improving the status of Kazakhstan in this capacity, strengthen the authority and influence of the republic not only among the partner countries. In turn, the position of the donor country and the ODA system provides effective opportunities for resolving bilateral issues that are relevant for Kazakhstan, and are also a weighty argument in the negotiation process.
